AMMAN, Jordan - Iraq faced
another possible calamity yesterday,
when Kurdish rebels threatened to
blow up two major northern Iragi
dams and flood Baghdad if Iraqi
troops use chemical weapons against
Kurdish troops in the north.

The Kurdish rebels also claimed
another military success in the
north, saying their forces, after a
“massive attack,” had seized most of
the northern oil city of Kirkuk,
where fighting reportedly has raged”
for the last six days.

Kirkuk is the nerve center of
Irag’s northern oil industry. Until
sanctions halted oil production last
year, Kirkuk produced more than
800,000 barrels of oil a day, about a
third of the Iraqi daily output.

The Patriotic Union of Kurdis-
tan, which announced the success of
the Kirkuk battle, said Kurdish
forces were engaged in “mopping
up” operations in the city, which is
about 150 miles north of Baghdad.

[In Washington, Pentagon
spokesman Pete Williams said there
was “compelling evidence” that Ira-
qis are using helicopters in offensive
operations, Reuters reported.

[“We have laid a clear marker
out for Iraq on its use of aircraft, he-
licopters and airplanes. We have

made our intentions clear. Thelrules
are clear.

In southern Iraq, the military sit-
uation was also uncertain: Both sides
claimed yesterday to hold the Mus-
lim Shiite cities Karbala and Najaf.

The threat to blow up the dams

was issued in Damascus, Syria,

where a spokesman for the Patriotic
Union of Kurdistan said it possessed
reliable intelligence information that
Baghdad is planning to use chemical
weapons against the rebels.

If that happens, the spokesman
warned, the rebels will destroy two
dams near Kirkuk. “The Iragi re-

gime would be fully responsible for

the flooding of Baghdad city as a re-
sult of this,” he said.

US officials, including President
Bush, have warned Iraq against us-
ing chemical weapons to quell the in-
surrection. At the White House yes-
terday, spokesman Marlin Fitzwater
said there was no evidence to sup-
port the rebel claim that Iragi forces
had used napalm.

As the fighting continued, Kir-
kuk, with its oil wealth, loomed as a
large prize.

But a spokesman for an Iranian-
based Iraqi Shiite group, the Shiite
Supreme Assembly for the Islamic
Revolution in Iraq, said Karbala,
Najaf and Amara remained in rebel
hands, thanks in part to seized gov-
ernment weapons.

The spokesman, Bayan Jabr,
said the rebels looted a government
armory Thursday, capturing artil-

lery pieces, antiaircraft weapons,
rockets and surface-to-air missiles.

But according to Baghdad radio,
government officials met in Najaf to
discuss reconstruction of the city.

Reports from refugees suggested
that life has become almost intoler-
able in the south. In Basra, Iraq’s
second-largest city, some reports
have estimated that 5,000 bodies lit-
ter the streets, and there is virtually
no food or water.

So scarce is food, according to
refugees, that a 110-pound bag of
rice is selling for $180.

In Baghdad, there were no re-
ports of fighting yesterday, despite
rebel claims Monday that their
forces had driven to within 12 miles
of the capital.

In the city, the Parliament
speaker renewed the promise made
last Saturday by Iraqi President
Saddam Hussein that a referendum
will be held soon to approve a new
Iraqi constitution.

Meanwhile, newspapers urged
Iraqi, citizens to close ranks behind
their government, and blamed out-
siders for the civil war. -

“The nature of the sectarian
strife reveals another chapter of the
conspiracy against Iraq that is a con-
tinuation for the aggression
launched by the imperialist, Western
and Zionist forces,” the government
daily, al-Jumhouriyah, said.

As a member of the Republican administration, I am sending you a
copy of a letter which was sent to the President, as well as, certain
elected and appointed officials, in March 1990 and later.

The correspondence deals with the current problem that banking is ex-
periencing, in these times. I am proposing some method of "rating"
banks, so as to enable a potential depositor to have some knowledge,

of the stability , of a particular bank they choose to do business with.

It is not enough to say that a person may ask for a bank's financial
statement. The depositing public does not have the time nor the expertise
to analyze a bank's financial condition. Besides, we are all well aware,
of the fact, that the Achilles heel, in banking, is the loan portfolio.

A bank statement gives no indication as to the quality of it's colla-
teralized loans.

Bearing that in mind, I would respectfully request that you read the
enclosed letter. I am hoping that it generates enough interest to give
it serious consideration, when proposing the new banking regulations.
It is meant to be the industry's self-policing method, by which deposi-
tors are continually made aware of a bank's declining condition. Upon
notification, depositors have a choice whether to continue dealing

with the same institution or taking their business elsewhere. The
process, as outlined in the letter, phases out irresponsible banks

and averts the much dreaded "run" on a bank.

Having spent a number of years in banking and having a strong belief,
in the industry, it is most disturbing to witness it's distressing
condition. Perhaps, you could help guide the enclosed letter through
the proper channels, for consideration.

My apology if this letter is too lengthy or is reflective
of your own past considerations but please, bear with me.

In recent times, a trauma has been inflicted upon one of
| our most important institutions...banking. The results
have been an erosion of confidence on the part of the
American public and questionable concern for one of the
most basic economic structures of our society.

The realities of what happened and why are presently being
written and recorded in the annals of history; but the full
measure of its' cost is yet to be determined. However,
there is no question that the cost will fall upon the
shoulders of the taxpaying public.

Those of you, the elected and appointed officials of this
great government, who are looked upon for guidance and
entrusted with the public purse, are the ones in the
position to effect change. As such, I offer the following
suggestion, in good faith, and hopefully, it will be of
assistance to you in taking another look at bank regulation
and supervision.

When a bank is initially chartered, it must apply for
and meet certain criteria to qualify for membership

in the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC).
Once qualified, a bank retains this "privilege" until
such time of its' demise. Would it not be better to
gradually diminish the value of this privilege. I

refer to it as a "privilege" because that is exactly
what it is when a United States government agency agrees
to guarantee your deposits. Banks do pay for that
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privilege but the value of it far outweighs the cost,
to the participating member banks. Do not necessarily
raise the price of membership but rather, lower the
value of the insurance based on merit.

Why not let the bank's annual examination (by FDIC and
State examiners) determine the bank's continuing quali-
fication for FDIC coverage. The bank should be on a
rating system based upon the quality of their loan
portfolio......there is already in place, a method
whereby loans are "classified". Set up a percentage
ratio based on classified loans vs capital (Classified
loans are those loans deemed a present problem or a
potential loss) and have it work something like this:

Classified Loans Qualified for
vs FDIC Insured
Capital Rating Deposits of:
% Excellent $ 100,000.00
% Above Average 80,000.00
% Average 70,000.00
% Below Average 50,000.00

_ % Sub-standard 25,000.00

% Poor Disqualified

(You are the ones best qualified to decide the method of
rating the banks and setting the percentages.)

The intent is to provide a fresh rating at each annual
review; also, to prompt banks to charge off their bad
loans to loan loss reserves more quickly; thereby,
making loan officers more cognizant of the results of
their lending practices, at an earlier point in time.
In the long run, it would provide for a more sound
base of loans in the portfolio.

The asset size of the bank would not matter; thereby,
giving small banks an equal opportunity to draw large
deposits based on their good rating (publishing their

FDIC dollar rating). It may very well enable them to be
more competitive with larger institutions because of a more
favorable rating. The quality of the loan portfolio will
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be the determining factor as to an institution's good
standing.

However, there is one essential factor which is the key
to its' success..... that is:

When a bank's rating is downgraded, (i.e. from $100,000.00
to $80,000.00) the bank would be required to notify all
depositors that the bank's deposits are now insured only

to the sum of $80,000.00, as of a specified date. (Perhaps
sixty (60) days from the FDIC official rating.)

This would accomplish the following:

1. Make the depositing public aware of a bank's
condition without divulging confidential bank
examination information (examination reports
are kept confidential, at present, and should
remain as such).

2. A better informed depositor decides whether he/she
wishes to risk depositing in excess of the insured
amount, in that particular bank; having some concept
of the bank's financial condition, stability and
management practices.

3. Perhaps even more competitive deposit and lending rates:

A higher deposit insurance rating may mean

that the depositor will be willing to accept
slightly less return on his deposits in exchange
for "security" (a higher rated bank). Lending
rates could possibly be affected also, as a result
of the lower deposit rates.

Competition based on quality adds stability to the
nation's economy in general.

4. It would force the boards of directors and bank
managements to police themselves; as they would
become subject to criticism by their depositors.
Depositors would be voting with their feet, but
on a gradual basis, putting the bank on notice of
their disatisfaction.

5. Relieves the federal government of some unnecessary
burden and stems the creation of a false sense of
security. The government is guaranteeing deposits
far beyond its' financial ability. Recent estimates
of the billions of dollars it is about to cost the
taxpaying public is enough proof that government
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cannot be the economic savior; at least, not with
the present methods in place.

6. The FDIC agency should be a policy maker and an
overseer; making policies with built-in methods
for self-policing.

This letter is not intended to be simplistic about one
of the most vital institutions we have, by any means.
Certainly, you cannot dismiss the fact that sometimes
the simplest solution bears merit and has the potential
to succeed.

Give the depositing public a chance to display their
ability for good judgement when given the right informa-
tion. It could be of mutual benefit.

| Speaking before a crowd of most-
ly students and teachers, Card em-
phasized what he called a “new
world order” where democracy
reigns.

! “The old game of big walls and
dark cities is over. Today we have
brights lights and free cities,” said
Card, a former Holbrook resident.

' But to keep pace with this de-
mocracy and freedom, Card said,
President Suddam Hussein of Iraq
has to be stopped.

“Hussem doesn’t fit our world to- -

day; he poses a long-term threat to
the new world order,” Card said.
“He’s used chemical weapons on his
own people.... He's never been
afraid to use his weapons systems.”

Reading from an Amnesty Inter-
national report about human rights
abuses in Iraq, Card spoke of eye-
witness accounts of rapes, tortures
and “the cutting off of peoples’
tongues,” for stepping out of line in
that country,

“I believe that is an outrageous
act of an individual. Saddam Hussein
does not belong in our world, the
way we want it to be,” Card said.

Card added that Iraq is very
close to getting nuclear weapons and
for this reason “we are clear about
what is at stake, what is at stake now
and in the future.”

The United Nations’ call for Iraq
to withdraw from Kuwait by Jan. 15,
Card said, is “only a deadline to com-
ply with the resolution, not a dead-
line for our own armed forces.”

At the public hearing on January 10, you established the fact
that the MWRA does not need to begin building its own landfill
until September 1992. You then agreed to defer taking any action
on the Walpole site if the state legislature could guarantee you
an alternative site would be located before then, so that the
landfill could be built and commence operations in March 1994 as
scheduled.

The task of finding alternative sites is a relatively straight-
forward one, but the Legislature cannot do this task because they

do not have the authority to enter into a contract with the owner

of the site. Only the MWRA has this authority, and both Paul Levy
and Eric Buehrens have repeatedly refused our requests to have

the MWRA issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) relative to genera-

ting a list of viable alternatives. We made this request at meet-
ings with Paul Levy and Eric Buehrens on August 9, 1990 and Novem-
ber 6, 1990, and in seperate meetings with Eric on September 7, 1990
and October 18, 1990.

Why did they refuse? In fact, they were both very open at our
meeting on August 9th about this: they did not want to give any
signal to the Legislature that viable alternatives did in fact
exist, because such a signal might induce the Legislature to
reject the Walpole land transfer bill in December.

Eric Buehrens further elaborated on this concept at our meeting
with him on October 18th. He stated that he viewed the remainder
of the siting process as "a marble dropping down through a maze."
The first stop for the marble, in Eric's analogy, was the Legis-
lature on December 5th, where he could either win or lose. If he
lost, the marble would drop again down to you, where he could
either win or lose again. Only when he had lost with both the
Legislature and the court would he declare the "game" over and

go out to bid to obtain commercial landfill space either inside
or outside of Massachusetts.

In short, both Paul Levy and Eric Buehrens have been more inter-
ested in playing politics than in finding a real solution to their
current landfill siting problems.

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As proof that viable alternatives do exist, please consider this
information which was supplied by the MWRA: no other major city

in the United States owns its own sludge landfill and yet they

are all successfully disposing of their grit, screenings, and

sludge in various ways. We know that private concerns have submitted
proposals to Eric Buehrens on an unsolicited basis.

In summary, the state legislature cannot provide viable alternatives
for the MWRA and both Paul Levy and Eric Buehrens have ignored

our requests to seek out alternatives. They would rather play
politics (marbles?) rather than solve this siting impasse and

get on with things.

Under these circumstances, we must implore you to stop this counter
productive behavior on the part of the MWRA's top management now

by instructing them to issue a Request for Proposal as soon as
possible. Eric Buehrens has indicated to us that this is a six
month process, so that if it were started today, you would have

an array of viable alternatives to review by mid August of this
year. These could then all be evaluated by the MWRA's Board of
Directors well before the September 1992 deadline.

We believe this simple step would make far more sense than imposing
fines or a moratorium on new sewer hookups because it will produce
a real solution that everyone can accept much faster and at a much
lower cost. It would also acknowledge the true political realities
here: the House of Representatives rejected the Walpole site on
December 5th by an overwhelming 87 to 50 majority; Governor Weld
has stated his opposition to the Walpole site on many occasions
during his campaign and after his election; and the Attorney
General's office will fight to defend the decision made by the
Legislature on December 5th.

We hope you will agree with the wisdom of this course of action,
and instruct the real culprits here to issue an RFP at once. If
Paul Levy and Eric Buehrens had done so in August 1990 when we
asked them to, the MWRA Board of Directors could be reviewing
alternatives today and the EPA would not have been able to force
this difficult situation upon you.

Mr. Koch also wants to keep

communications open with the In-
terstate Commerce Commission re-
garding longstanding confusion over
lines of agency jurisdiction in do-
mestic intermodal rate regulation.

I am writing to bring to your attention a matter of which I was
Just recently made aware; one in which I am hopeful you will be
able to provide some assistance.

As you may know, General Alfred M. Gray, Commandant of the
Marine Corps, is scheduled to retire on June 30, 1991. Several
of my colleagues and I have written letters to the President on
behalf of General Gray asking that he reconsider this retirement
and reappoint General Gray to serve as Commandant of the Marine
Corps for an additional two year term or for any period of time
that he believed to be most appropriate and necessary. We felt
this to be an important request as General Gray’s retirement at
such a critical juncture in our involvement in Operation Desert
Storm would be both damaging to the morale of our troops and
detrimental to the effective resolution of this conflict.

Unfortunately, the only response that we have received from the
White House has been a form letter from Fred McClure at the
Office of Legislative Affairs. I have enclosed a copy of this
letter for your information. As you may ascertain from reading
this letter, Mr. McClure has not referred our letters to the
President but rather deferred them to the Secretary of Defense.

I am in no way questioning the abilities of the Secretary of
Defense in relation to this matter; in this I have the utmost
confidence. However, I am troubled by the fact that our letters
may have never reached the President or even been brought to his
attention.

John, I understand that the President is unable to see every
letter addressed to him, even those from Members of Congress.
However, the final decision as to the appointment and
reappointment of the Commandant does lie in his hands. I have no
doubt that the President will heed the advice of both yourself
and Dick Cheney on this matter, but in the end, it is the
President’s final decision and I believe it is very important
that he is aware of our profound interest and concern in this
matter.
