ENVIRONMENT A TOP PRIORITY
AT CHRYSLER'S NEW JEFFERSON NORTH PLANT

HIGHLAND PARK, Mich. -- From the landscaped berms surrounding the
plant to recycled solvents, Chrysler Corporation has made the environment a top
priority in building it's Jefferson North (Detroit) Assembly Plant.

"We've made a strong commitment, as a corporation, to raise the bar when
it comes to the environment," said Tom Breneiser, Jefferson Plant Manager.
"Recycling is the buzzword today and in a way, you might say that's exactly what
we did with the plant site. We reclaimed 270 acres in the heart of Detroit, land
that would have had very limited use for anyone else, and we put it to good use.

"This is Chrysler's first new plant in 26 years and it's fitting that we
become a pioneer in using new environmental technologies."

For example, the Jefferson plant will eliminate more than 30,000 tons of

scrap each year by using returnable containers and dunnage instead of cardboard

and wooden pallets.

Likewise, all the totes and drums which are used to transport liquids will
be recyclable. Traditionally, 55-gallon drums and other metal containers were
thrown away after one use, sold to another company or returned to the supplier.

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Plans call for above-ground storage tanks for gasoline, oil and solvents to
prevent contamination of any underground water supplies. These tanks will be
located inside containment barriers for added protection.

An on-site waste water treatment facility has a capacity to treat 500,000
gallons of plant process water per day, ensuring that water discharged to
municipal sewers meets or exceeds all government requirements.

A drain tile 30 feet underground will also prevent contamination of local
ground water.

| Reducing air pollution was another important element in the planning of
the nearly $1 billion Jefferson plant. An innovative, volatile organic compound
(VOC) removal system will greatly reduce any air pollution from the paint spray
booths.

Air from the plant's three paint booths will be exhausted into a
freestanding VOC building. Paint particles will be removed through a series of
polyester filters and solvent-laden air will pass through carbon beds and rotors to
remove VOCs. Even the polyester filters will be burned as fuel in 2,200 degree
Fahrenheit kilns used by cement manufacturers.

In another move to eliminate VOCs, a dry powder will replace solvent-
based materials used to protect vehicles from stone chips. In addition, all
cleaners used in the plant will be water-based or made with low VOC-material
content.

The solvents used to clean paint lines and equipment will be recycled and
reused in the plant.

Production at the 1.7 million square foot facility will begin in early 1992.
The Jefferson plant will build a new Jeep® sport utility vehicle code-named "ZJ."

CHRYSLER RECYCLES PAINT SLUDGE

HIGHLAND PARK, Mich. -- Wet paint sludge is being recycled instead
of taking up valuable landfill space, thanks to an innovation at Chrysler
Corpbration's Dodge City/Warren (Mich.) Truck Assembly Plant.

In a joint development with Haden Environmental Corporation of Troy,
Mich., Chrysler's paint overspray is converted to a non-hazardous powder. That
powder, in turn, is being used as a filler for pavement cracks by 'a local chemical
company and as underbody paint on Dodge trucks.

The test project is working so well, Chrysler plans to install a similar
process at its Jefferson North Assembly Plant, scheduled to open in early 1992.

"This is a real environmental breakthrough," said Chrysler's Yogen
Rahangdale, Manager, Paint and Anti-Corrosion. "We've discovered a way to
ease the burden on area landfills and found a useful home for what was once an
unwanted by-product.”

Paint sludge is the by-product of spray painting automobiles. In most
automotive assembly plants, as much as 40 percent of the paint ends up as waste.
Treated water captures that waste to make handling easier. The paint sludge is
typically hauled to landfills for disposal.

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Haden's DryPure“‘pr'ocess dries the paint sludge and processes the fumes.
The paint sludge's volume and weight is reduced by approximately 90 percent.
The system, which began operating at the Dodge City complex in November,
1988, is the first of its kind in the world.

The Warren-based plant typically produces about 11,000 pounds of paint
sludge, or 1,100 pounds of powder, a day. In a little more than two years,
Chrysler has converted 5.2 million pounds of sludge into 616,000 pounds of
powder.

"Companies are paying millions of dollars to clean up waste sites they used
years ago and they may have to spend millions more in the future to clean up
what they're legally disposing today," Rahangdale said. "This should reduce our
potential future liability."

According to Arthur Gieger, Haden's President and Chief Executive
Officer, fumes created in the sludge drying process -- called volatile organic
compounds -- are captured and eliminated in a thermal oxidizer, and the heat
from this process is used to heat the drier.

"By using Haden's DryPure system, Chrysler's Warren Truck Assembly
Plant is helping to make a dent in the country's air pollution and landfill

problems," Gieger said.

Bury: "National leaders of mainstream organizations
opposed to abortion have been reluctant to support or criticize
Operation Rescue. Many welcome any new attention to the abortion
issue, but also worry about the tactics in Wichita. ... The
continued use of children to block abortion clinic gates has
alienated Catholic clergy who had first publicly supported the
group’s efforts." Bury, over shots of police dragging
demonstrators and breaking up screaming altercations: "The
repeated rushes to block cars of clinic patients, the harassment
and confrontation have made more moderate opponents of abortion
uneasy." ABC immediately moved to a clip of Bush on the golf
course from 8/17: "When you hurt somebody else’s rights, that’s
what I disapprove of." Bury’s close: "National organizers had
planned to leave town this weekend. But now that Operation
Rescue leaders are in jail, the group vows to stay. And many
here believe the tension will only worsen" (8/22). The big Operation
Rescue rally, scheduled for Sunday 8/25, will now be led by Kansans, rather
than national Operation Rescue figures (WICHITA EAGLE, 8/23).

| Is 1t curable?

A mong the articles of
faith of modern conser-
vatism is that the 1980s

proved the superiority of ca-
pitalism over socialism. Few
there are who will still deny
that victory.

Indeed, in our time, there
have been three great experi-
ments in socialism; all are
transparent failures.

The first, of course, is the
Marxist socialist experiment
of Lenin and Stalin, of Mao
Tse-tung and Pol Pot, of Ho

Chi Minh and Fidel. What did _

it produce? Tens of millions
of corpses, hundreds of mil-
lions of blasted lives lived out
in terror, suffering and mis-
ery. . B
The second is the authori-
tarian/democratic socialism

of the Third World: — from
India to Afriea.’ ‘to- Latin -

America. Sustained by’ $1.2
‘trillion in western aid, loans,
and credits, this incarnation
of socialism has likewise pro-
ven a ghastly failure.

A third great socialist en- .

terprise was American liber-
alism’s Great Society. As Sec-
retary of Housing and Urban
Development Jack Kemp
notes, in the past quarter cen-

- tury, $2 trillion in tax dollars

has been poured into pro-
grams to uplift America’s

Or.

And what do we have to
show for it? Are American
cities the “Model Cities’ of
LBJ's promise? Did poverty
and crime disappear? Are
American students better
educated than their peers in
foreign lands, or even their
parents? Are the urban poor
better off than they were 25
years ago?

No one even argues it. For
one in every four young black
males in the inner city is now
in prison, or on probation or

parole. Half the births of
black women are out of wed-

lock. Half the graduating sen-
jors from our high' schools
cannot do eighth-grade math.
What is the percentage, one
wonders, for the inner city: 90
percent? 95 percent? 2

With this record of unre-
lieved failure, one would
think that to sweep aside the
remnants of a discredited so-
cialism would be the easiest
of all tasks — especially for a
democratic society.

If we believe that, however,
we underestimate. the diffi-
culty. On last -month’s trip to
Poland and the Baltic repub-
lics, it was clear that while
socialism was a dirty word,
millions are addicted to the
security blanket the socialist
state provides. The young
may look to the excitement of
free enterprise, but many of
the middle-aged and old view
with apprehension. the inse-
curity freedom brings.

We underestimate, too, the

hold socialist ideology has on

the collective mind ‘of the
western intelligensia.

For many western intellec-
tuals, this is not simply ‘an
idea to be accepted or reject-

ed on pragmatic grounds.

To ask the modern socialist
to surrender his belief in the
perfectibility of man through
the instrument of the state is
akin to asking a Polish pea-
sant to give up his Catholic
faith because his religion did
not save his country from
Hitler or Stalin.

A third reason the welfare
state may be with us forever
is that its beneficiaries are
now truly legion. *

Not only are there tens of
millions on welfare and food
stamps, rent subsidies ‘and
Medicaid, there are millions
more whose jobs depend on
the permanence and growth
of the welfare state. They are
in government by the: mil-

.'lions, but also in universities,

civil rights groups, think
tanks, foundations, private

- social agencies, schools,

churches. They don’t want
the War on Poverty to end be-
cause, unlike the troops of
Desert Storm, they never
want to be mustered out.

To reduce the size, scope
and power of the welfare
state is to threaten their ca-
reers, income, social status.
Organized, unionized and
powerful, they will not give
up what they have without a
fight. .

A fourth reason the task
here at home may prove im-
possible is that America’s
conservative party, the Re-
publican Party, has made a
separate peace with the wel-
fare state. Whatever disposi-
tion there was in the Reagan
era to roll back Great Society
socialism, it has dissipated if
not disappeared.

Where, then, does hope lie?
With the taxpayers alone.

If an enraged electorate
can force Washington to cut
back and one day cut off for-
eign aid and ‘guaranteed
loans to foreign regimes, so-
cialism in the East Bloc and
Third World will collapse in a
heap. These regimes have
bled their”own countries so
that only a steady, constant
infusion of Western capital
can prop them up.

If here at home the Ameri-
can people will likewise fight
every tax increase — at the
local, state and federal level
— we, too, can starve social-
ism slowly to death. Clearly,
the spirit is there. We see it in
the resistance to taxes from
Orange County to New York
City, from Trenton to Albany,
from Bridgeport to Philadel-
phia. The permanent tax re-
volt is capitalism'’s last best
hope. ;

Like some cases of alcoho-
lism, socialism is an addic-
tion that requires a change of
heart to cure. Like some
cases of alcoholism, it is a
disease that either eventually
kills its victim, or forces a
man, homeless, penniless,
face down in the gutter, to
change his way of thinking,
to seek out a cure. We are not
there yet; but we may be get-
ting there. '

K START-UP REVISITED

Another One Bites the Dust On
March 15, 1991, Blackstone Bank
& Trust Co. met the fate of five
other Anatomy of a Start-up sub-
jects: it folded.

The Boston bank, which was
first profiled here in October 1988
(“The Money Game™), was
founded on some innovative ideas.
Founders Daniel Dart and Ann
Hartman, both of whom had big-
bank experience, set up operations
in a single facility. By keeping over-
head costs low, they offered high

interest rates to depositors, enticing

even out-of-staters to bank by mail. |

They lent the money to commercial
projects in communities that were
generally overlooked by established
lenders.

What went wrong? “The high
rate of interest and the poor rate of
return on their loans croaked them,
basically,” said the Massachusetts
banking commissioner, according
to an articlein 7he Boston Globe the
day after the Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Corp. packed up Blackstone’s
records. Dan Dart, who resigned as
Blackstone’s president last fall, adds
that the bank received a fatal blow-
when the FDIC refused to allow it
to raise additional capital through a
form of subordinated debt securi-
ties back in the spring of 1989, then
turned around and demanded it do
so a year later. By then New Eng-
land’s banking situation had deteri-
orated so much that Blackstone
hadn’t a prayer of finding $2 mil-
lion in new equity.

Blackstone’s deposits were
bought by BayBank Boston for the
nominal sum of $1,000, and the
EDIC assumed its loans.

Dear Andy,

It has been a while since our last correspondence. Since you have always been
interested in what the average guy-on-the-street thinks, I'll run some ideas by you
concerning the 1992 elections. Basically, I don't know how much longer the American
taxpayer will tolerate a federal budget deficit. This deficit is comprised of the savings &
loan bailout, overspending in military programs, and over regulated social programs.

As far as the savings and loan bailout, let's call a spade a spade. The president, the
congress and the regulators do not know what to do about this problem because it is getting
worse, not better. My solution is let the marketplace handle the problem. Simply, let some
of the banks fail. Pick a few small banks in a regional pattern, one in the northeast, one in
the northwest, etc. then them fall flat on their faces. Don't bail them out. By regionalizing
the damage few people will get hurt, however as soon as this happens, the other failing
banks in that region will either go out of business or find a white knight to bail them out.
The current federal involvement is actually preventing the marketplace from using internal
pressures to close or assimulate the failing institutions. Let the marketplace and the experts
solve the problem. Yes, some of the rich will get richer, but that's business. I am sure the
democrats will have a field day with this idea, but it will work better than the current plan.
The bottom line is if the feds continue in this venture of bailing out the S&L industry, the
administration will sink deeper into this pit of quicksand.

Second, the military needs to trim more money from its budget. In today's world,
America does not need to be "the arsenal of democracy” any longer. Our strategic stockpile
is a waste of resources that our grandchildren will be paying for well into the 21st century.
We need to reduce the number of aircraft carriers that we have in the active fleet. We need
to reduce the nuclear submarine fleet by about 30-45%. Now this seems like a steep cut in
our most secure nuclear deterrent, but that deterrent philosophy is old hat. Besides, no one
has to tell the Soviets that we are reducing our submarine fleet. It will just confuse them.
We also need to remove the remaining troops in Germany and Korea. Eventually, the rest
of the Pacific Rim should be abandoned. The present containment strategy is also old hat.
It is also a waste of money and resources. It is very hard to make sense of a policy that
closes Fort Devens while leaving Clark AFB open. We should be spending our money at
home on domestic issues not abroad. The B-52 fleet needs to be finally retired, without
replacement. In this age of electronic warfare, missles, lasers and the like, these B-52s are
mere relics of an era gone by. The B-52 fleet is past its prime and costs a lot of money to
maintain. Also the C-5 fleet should be transferred to the Air National Guard. The C-5s
cost plenty to maintain and have some structural problems that will eventually come back
and haunt the military in regard to public opinion. What about the battleships, they are also



relics with little strategic naval value, but presidents have been using them since 1906 when
Teddy Roosevelt used them in Portsmouth, NH to put pressure on the Russians and the
Japanese to end their war. They look good in the water, but that is about it. Granted, it
will be hard to convince the old hard liners that this is the way to go, but it is the only way
to lower the cost of spending on the federal level. The admirals and generals need to be
told that the taxpayers don't want to pay for their little toys anymore. Those who disagree
need to be replaced. I think the following statement will underscore everything I've said
concerning national defense: If we are to fight a war in the 21st century, we need to fight it
not only to win but for the right reasons, and not with the weapons of the 20th century.

Finally, we come to my pet peeve. I could go on and on about how much money is
wasted on social programs. The S&L bailout is a mere drop in the bucket compared to
general relief, welfare, food stamps, etc. We spend too much money on the down and out
with little results. It isn't so much the money, it is the social turmoil that is caused by our
very sincere resolve to help the helpless. Since 1960, the liberal agenda in this country has
failed to solve proverty, but these do-gooders have institutionalized the poor. We began
this country with the Purtain work ethic. Now, we pay people to be poor and uneducated.
The president needs to admit total and complete failure of these programs and change the
way we support the poor. Instead of billions for general relief and welfare, let's spend
billions on job training, early childhood education, and drug enforcement. The president
needs to commit to a plan to eliminate general relief and welfare by 1996. Let him
challenge the nation to pull every one, regardless of color, creed or religion, out of the
gutter of poverty and homelessness. We need to show "tough love" on those who are
dependent on a system that robs them of their dignity.

Andy, I sincerely believe the president will be re-elected in 1992. However, in the
greater scheme of things, it doesn't matter who the president is in 1992.

Dear Mr. Card:

I am writing from your old district in Braintree. I am also writ-
ing as a former teacher, and as one who is extremely pleased at the
leadership that President Bush demonstrated in the conduct of the war
in the Persian Gulf.

I have thet observed that many teenagers are displaying flags on
thelr cars and are otherwise proud of what President Bush has accom-
plished. With this in mind I would like to see the President capi-
tallze on thls popularity to win the war on drugs. That could be the
theme- Now help me win the war on drugs! 1t would take a personal
appeal from the President to the teenagers. I always found that they
liked special attention, and also a positive approach. They are also
altruistic, and the fact that the President was asking them to wage
a war on drugs to set this country free of them just might work. He
could call on General Swartzcopf, General Neal and other popular fig-
ures to help him to wage this war also. It certainly is needed more
than anything else to make this country internally strong. "' Create
a Strong America’ 1is another slogan. After all we were able to win in
the Gulf because we were able to put strong men and women on the field.
Also the invention of the Patriot missile came about because its in-
ventor was mentally strong and able to invent it.

For my part, I believe that one reason this country has not been
able to conquer its drug problem is that the present educational sys-
tem does not provide a sequential science program. At least I persona-
lly have never seen one. Everything is fragmented. Therefore very few
students have the proper background in biology to actually know what
alcohol and drugs will do to them. Also their curriculum does not re-
quire any out-of-school work in local hospitals to teach them the need
to care for thelr health. I believe an entirely new concept of educa-
tion 1s needed in this country. Neither money nor individual programs
can do it. New concepts are needed. To my knowledge no group of peo=-
ple 1is working on this.

Just thls past week in Braintree the lives of two wonderful police
officers ended just because teen agers who, from what I read, were on
drugs and alcohol, ran them off the road. This is so sad and unnecess-
ary. But under present conditions there will be more such tragedies.

Please do encourage President Bush to use his present popularity
to begin a2 war against drugs. It is he personally who must do it. And
at the same time encourage the person in charge of education to begin
a study to provide an entire new concept to American education, par-
ticularly in the area of sciencé, including biology and health. The
President is obviously 2 man who has taken care of his health as is
proved by his stamina. All pr this must be a part of the war on drugs.
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It will take a concerted effort amd a2 many-pronged approach. Also
it must be plotted and planned in the same manner as the team approach
to the was in the Gulf. That would not have succeeded but for careful
planning on the parts of many people. But they were working together
and not separately, and that is why the strategy worked so well.

I do hope that you will give these i1deas serious thought because I
believe drugs are the number one threat to this country. Also I ‘would
be happy to meet with you whenever you are at home if you would like
to have me expand on any of these ideas, particularly the new concepts
for education.

BRAINTREE — A police cruiser
on a high-speed chase slammed into
a tree on Middle Street Friday night,
killing a police sergeant and the
department’s senior lieutenant..

Lt. Gregory Principe, 43, and Sgt.
Ernest J. DeCross, 40, both of Brain-
tree, were killed when their cruiser
slammed into the tree in a residential
neighborhood while chasing three
youths who witnesses said had beer
in their car.

Police took a 16-year-old male and
two other teens into custody after
chasing them on foot when the three
abandoned their car.

Principe died of massive head
injuries at Quincy Hospital at 7:20
p.m., Elizabeth Collins, a nursing
supervisor said. DeCross was pro-
nounced dead at 7:34 p.m. on arrival
at South Shore Hospital in Wey-
mouth. . 3

Principe, a former deputy police
chief, joined the Braintree force in
1976 after five years with the Metro-
politan Police. He was the youngest
yet most experienced lieutenant on
the force, an emotional Police Chief
Edward Flynn said Friday night.

Principe has a wife and four chil-
dren. Flynn described him as “very
intelligent, very dedicated.”

- DeCross joined the force in 1978
and was promoted to sergeant in June

According to Flynn, another police
cruiser had spotted a maroon Olds-
mobile speeding on Middle Street,
but it was travelling too fast for the
cruiser to catch.

.. Principe, who was driving in the
area with DeCross in the cruiser,
radioed that they were expecting the
vehicle to come their way, police
said. Seconds later, the maroon car
slammed into the rear of the cruiser,
spinning it around.

+ Police said the cruiser started to
chase the Oldsmobile and caught up
to it within a half-mile, only to be
struck again by the car.

Principe lost control of his cruiser
and it slammed into a tree at a bend
where Arnold Street splits from Mid-
dle Street, across from the John

cott House nursing home.

The front-left section of the cruis-
er was crushed against the trunk of
the tree, which is more than 3-feet
thick.

The entire chase lasted less than
five minutes and spanned less than a
half-mile.

" Police said they caught two teen-
age passengers of the vehicle' almost
immediately, and the youths gave
pdlice information that led to the
arrest of the driver 90 minutes later
in*Quincy.

charged with manslaughter, two
counts of operating under the influ-
ence of alcohol, driving under influ-
ence of drugs, driving to endanger,
two counts of motor vehicle homi-
cide, two counts of drunken driving
to endanger, two counts of assault
and battery with a dangerous weapon
— a car, leaving the scene of a
personal injury accident, and being a
minor transporting alcohol. :

Police said the vehicle the youth
was driving was not registered or
insured. ‘No charges were . filed
against the other two youths.

Chief Flynn, in discussing the
accident, repeatedly stopped and
cleared his throat. Staring into tele-
vision camera lights, he struggled to
maintain his composure.

Witnesses said emergency crews
took from 10 to 15 minutes to free
the officers from the cruiser. Follow-
ing the crash, nurses ran from the
nursing home to help.

“T heard the screech but didn’t pay
attention until I heard that thud,”
Rita Garish, a nurses aide at the
nursing home, said. “I don’t think I’ll
ever forget that noise.”

Jeff Cronin and Derek Blake, both
15 and of Braintree, said they were
walking down Arnold Street when a
maroon car sped past them, with two
teens throwing beer cans out the car
window.

“They stopped when the car got as
far into the bushes as it could on the
dead end part of the street and they
got out and ran,” said Blake. “The
other cruisers were right behind the
one that crashed. We saw the cruis-
ers, but didn’t hear any sirens.”

Meredith Anderson, and her
daughter, Wendy, own the house at
242 Middle St. where the cruiser hit
the tree.

“I thought the Junior High School
had exploded,” said Meredith Ander-
son, who heard no screech of brakes.

quickly. The police were here in 30
seconds. We were walking out the
door just as they showed up.”

In the minutes following the crash,
John Scott nursing supervisor Deb-
bie McCaughlin reached a stethes-
cope into the cruiser to monitor the
weak vital signs on the officers as

- rescuers awaited the Jaws of Life

rescue tools.

Eric Arnold of Middle Street heard
the crash clearly while cooking din-
ner in his kitchen about 75 yards
away. . .

_ “They were swarming all over the -

car with two sets of Jaws of Life, but
they couldn’t get to them for a
while,” Arnold said as he watched
police cordoned off the area with
yellow hazard tape. “They rushed
them straight out to the -ambulance
without trying to treat them.”

According to Lt. Russell Jenkins,
police only pursue fleeing vehicles
when a felony is in progress ‘or a
vehicle is being operated in such a
matter that it would endanger the
public, i

Jenkins said that, in his view, “had
it been a' full-blown pursuit, the
officers would have been justified

because of the manner in which the

kid was operating the motor vehi-
cle.”
In 1986, Principe became the first

police officer with a Norfolk County '

department to state openly that he
had been offered — and refused — a
chance to take part in a scheme to
sell civil service police exams.

Ten police officers from other
communities were indicted in 1986
for participating in the distribution
of police exams, in what became
known as the “examscam” trial.

At the time the offer was made to
Principe in 1978, he was 31 with a
family to support. He was about to
become a sergeant after 150 hours of
studying helped him top a civil
service promotion exam with a score
of 86.

But he later said he was incapable
of accepting: “I couldn’t have lived

‘with myself if I had said yes,”

Principe told The Patriot Ledger in
1986.

A Republican
Who’s Unajfraid
To Experiment

It's spring in Wisconsin so two things
are running: walleyed pike on the Wolf
River and GOP Gov. Tommy Thompson in
Madison. Democrats know they’ll have bet-
ter luck catching fish.

Wisconsin was the founding place of
Progressivism in 1900 (Fighting Bob La-
Follette ), but the irony of 1991 is that the
state's leading progressive now is a con-
servative. Mr. Thompson, a 49-year-old
life-long veteran of government, is suc-
ceeding politically with a ‘“‘reform”
agenda. In a state that voted for Michael
Dukakis in 1988, Mr. Thompson won a sec-
ond four-year term in 1990 with 58% of the
vote. He’s the first Republican to carry
Milwaukee County since 1946.

It's a cliche to say that states are ‘‘labo-
ratories,” but with Washington stuck in in-
tellectual gridlock states have also become
the main outlet for political daring.
Tommy Thompson is a disarmingly down-
to-earth rabble-rouser who symbolizes the
conservative opportunity to rethink gov-
ernment. .

““Most Republicans are too timid to go
out and try something,” says Gov. Thomp-
son, a native of Elroy, Wis. (pop. 1,500),
who looks and talks like a friendly, rum-

pled uncle. ‘“They should think of it as a
chance to reform the system.” That sys-
tem is the barnacled, rusting state created
by interest-group liberalism. Mr. Thomp-
son says he sat in the legislative minority
for 16 years, watching Democrats ‘‘have
only one answer: Spend more money. But
nothing changed. I thought, ‘There has to
be a better way.'"”

He began by paring back the income
tax, phasing out inheritance taxes and pre-
serving a 60% capital-gains exclusion.
Other governors spent their mid-1980s’ sur-
pluses into today’s huge deficits. Mr.
Thompson passed it back in tax cuts,
which stimulated growth and helped keep
his budget in balance. He also fought Dem-
ocratic legislative majorities on spending,
using his line-item veto 683(!) times. He's
failed to pass much property-tax relief,
though he’s trying again this year.

Mr. Themapson’s most intriguing moves
have comge on social-policy ground —wel-
fare and education—rarely trod by Repub-
licans. Evan Zeppos, a Milwaukee Demo-
crat, credits Mr. Thompson with under-
standing that, ‘‘There’s a policy void out
there, to be polite about it.”” Many liberal
Democrats had stopped thinking.

On education, he’s led the nation in pro-
moting “‘choice,” even for private schools.
His now-famous alliance with Polly Wil-
liams, the black Milwaukee Democrat,
helped push a pilot plan through the legis-
lature ( unions have since tied it up
in court):"Now he wants to break up the
hidebound; Milwaukee school district into
four smaller, more reformable units.

Mr. Thompson has been even bolder in

" welfare reform. His Learnfare program re-

quired that teen-agers attend school or
parents could lose their benefits. This year
he wants to extend Learnfare to children
ages 6-12. He also wants to refuse to in-
crease benefits to parents who have a sec-
ond child while on welfare, and to let teen-
age parents marry without losing welfare
(as they do now), among other reforms.

‘‘We're frying to reinforce behavior that
leads to su¢cess—school, work, families,"”
says Scott Jensen, the governor’s chief of
staff. Results are a long way from in, but
Wisconsin was the only state whose wel-
fare caseload actually fell last year.

Some liberals deride all of this as
‘‘bride-fare,” but the proposals build on
two political insights. One is that the public
thinks welfare requires some personal re-
sponsibility. The other is that conserva-
tives can gain by changing the debate
about government from inputs (spending)
to outcomes (how many families leave wel-
fare, or school dropout rates).

_Part of Mr. Thompson's success so far
has come from forg-
ing unusual alli-
ances, such as with
black Democrats.
He won early good
will by intervening
to settle a Milwau-
kee school-desegre-
gation dispute. His
latest welfare re-
form is the creation
of a black political
appointee, Eloise
Anderson. In last
year's election, such e
outreach paid off as Tommy Thompson
he won an astonishing 20% of the black
vote, up from only 6% in 1986.

Mr. Thompson's popularity leads to
questions about other ambitions, such as a
1994 challenge to grocery-store magnate
and liberal Democrat, Sen. Herb Kohl. But
the governor claims not to have Potomac
fever. ‘““Why would I want to give up being
a governor, where you can be an executive
and actually accomplish something,” he
says, ‘‘to go to Disneyland East over there
to be one of 100, where you don't do any-
thing?" Good question.

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Passamaquoddy Technology Recovery Scrubber Fact Sheet

The Recovery Scrubber is a patented technology which
uses waste materials to scrub acid gasses and simultaneously
recycles these wastes. By avoiding the cost of purchased
scrubbing agents, eliminating the expense of disposing of
the waste products, and generating income from sale of by-
products, the system is expected to turn air pollution
control into a source of profit in many installations.
Unlike conventional acid gas scrubbers which add additional
CO2Z to the atmosphers in the course of scrubbing 802 and
NOx, the Recovery Scrubber consumes CO2 and produces no new

waste.

While the Recovery Scrubber is applicable to all fossil
fuel burning plants, commercialization efforts are being
focused first on industries where the necessary waste
reagent is generated on site and can be used to scrub
emissions without transportation. These industries include
cement (where the waste reagent is cement kiln dust), pulp
and paper (where the reagent is wood ash) and waste to
energy (where the reagent is incinerator ash). In each case
the reagent is converted into potassium fertilizer, cement
kiln feed, and distilled water. There is thought to be
sufficient waste reagent to eliminate about one third of the
$02 targeted in the 1990 amendments to the Clean Air Act.

The Department of Energy provided $6 million under
Round II of the Innovative Clean Coal Technology Program for
the $11 million full scale demonstration of the Recovery
Scrubber at the Dragon Products Cement plant in Thomaston,
Maine which came on .ine this week. The Recovery Scrubber
has moved the most rapidly of any of the 16 demonstrations
funded in Round II.

The Recovery Scrubber was invented by Dr. Garrett
Morrison, a geochemist, while he was employed by the
Passamaquoddy Tribe at the Dragon Products Company cement
plant in Thomaston, Maine. The Tribe had purchased Dragon
in 1983 with $2 million of the $40 million which it was
awarded by the federal government in the Maine Indian Claims
Settlement Act of 1980 (the remaining $23 million was
borrowed). The Tribe turned its $2 million investment into
$60 million during the five years that it owned the plant.

The Tribe retained the rights to the Recovery Scrubber
when it sold Dragon in 1988, and Dr. Morrison is now the
President and CEQO of Passamaguoddy Technology, Inc., the
managing general partner of the limited partnership which
the Tribe set up to commercialize the technology. Thomas N.
Tureen, the Tribe's attorney in the land claim and its
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financial advisor in the purchase and sale of Dragon, 1is
Chairman of Passamaquoddy Technology. The board of directors
includes the two Passamaquoddy governors, Lloyd Cutler of
Wilmer, Cutler and Pickering, Rohert Hellendale, former
Chairman and CEO of Great Northern Nekoosa, and Prof. Howard
Stevenson of the Harviérd Business School.

As you hopefully now know as the result of a phone call from
Sharon Miller, Chief of Staff of Governor R. McKernan,
Passamaquoddy Technology, L.P. is a small Maine firm created
by a small Indian tribe that is the owner of an exciting new
technology which simultaneously scrubs flue gas emissions and
recycles solid and liquid wastes. Developed as the direct
result of funding from the Department of Energy's Clean Coal
Technology Program in the early days of the Bush
Administration, it is the first of the technologies to
actually go on line. Reviewed just last month by senior
staffers from the DOE and the Congress, they have proclaimed
it the most successful example of how government can assist
the private sector to clean the environment without the
establishment of a complex regulatory structure.

We are proposing that President Bush mention the Scrubber as
part of his State of the Union Address. It is the primary
example of the success of his Administration on the number one
environmental issue facing the nation in the 1990s. The
Scrubber is located in the home state of the Majority Leader
who was also the primary sponsor of the 1990 Amendments to the
Clean Air Act. Finally, the governors of the Passamaquoddy
Tribe, Bobby Newell and Melvin Francis, would very much like
to be in the House Gallery for a "visual" that Jock described
to me as "too good to miss."

Passamaquoddy Technology Recovery Scrubber Fact Sheet

The Recovery Scrubber is a patented technology which
uses waste materials to scrub acid gasses and simultaneously
recycles these wastes. By avoiding the cost of purchased
scrubbing agents, eliminating the expense of disposing of
the waste products, and generating income from sale of by-
products, the system is expected to turn air pollution
control into a source of profit in many installations.
Unlike conventional acid gas scrubbers which add additional
CO2 to the atmosphere in the course of scrubbing SO2 and
NOx, the Recovery Scrubber consumes C0O2 and produces no new
waste.

While the Recovery Scrubber is applicable to all fossil
fuel burning plants, commercialization efforts are being
focused first on industries where the necessary waste
reagent is generated on site and can be used to scrub
emissions without transportation. These industries include
cement (where the waste reagent is cement kiln dust), pulp
and paper (where the reagent is wood ash) and waste to
energy (where the reagent is incinerator ash). 1In each case
the reagent is converted into potassium fertilizer, cement
kiln feed, and distilled water. There is thought to be
sufficient waste reagent to eliminate about one third of the
SO02 targeted in the 1990 amendments to the Clean Air Act.

The Department of Energy provided $6 million under
Round II of the Innovative Clean Coal Technology Program for
the $11 million full scale demonstration of the Recovery
Scrubber at the Dragon Products Cement plant in Thomaston,
Maine which came on line this week. The Recovery Scrubber
has moved the most rapidly of any of the 16 demonstrations
funded in Round II.

The Recovery Scrubber was invented by Dr. Garrett
Morrison, a geochemist, while he was employed by the
Passamaquoddy Tribe at the Dragon Products Company cement
plant in Thomaston, Maine. The Tribe had purchased Dragon
in 1983 with $2 million of the $40 million which it was
awarded by the federal government in the Maine Indian Claims
Settlement Act of 1980 (the remaining $23 million was
borrowed). The Tribe turned its $2 million investment into
$60 million during the five years that it owned the plant.

The Tribe retained the rights to the Recovery Scrubber
when it sold Dragon in 1988, and Dr. Morrison is now the
President and CEO of Passamaquoddy Technology, Inc., the
managing general partner of the limited partnership which
the Tribe set up to commercialize the technology. Thomas N.
Tureen, the Tribe's attorney in the land claim and its



financial advisor in the purchase and sale of Dragon, is
Chairman of Passamaquoddy Technology. The board of directors
includes the two Passamaquoddy governors, Lloyd Cutler of
Wilmer, Cutler and Pickering, Robert Hellendale, former
Chairman and CEO of Great Northern Nekoosa, and Prof. Howard
Stevenson of the Harvard Business School.

Recovery Scrubber

Passamaquoddy Technology’s
Recovery Scrubber uses waste emis-
sions (CO5 and SO5) and waste heat
to reclaim waste cement kiln dust
(CKD). In the course of doing so the
Recovery Scrubber is expected to:

The Recovery Scrubber should also
yield positive public relations. Unlike
other scrubbers which produce
sludge that adds to landfills and CO,»
that contributes to the greenhouse
effect, the Recovery Scrubber con-
sumes CO, and produces no liquid
or solid waste other than distilled
water. An operator should thus be
able to gain credit from regulatory
agencies and the public not only for
reducing airborne, liquid and solid
pollution, but for doing so in a man-
ner which does not create new
environmental problems.

Dragon demonstration

CDN-USA, the Spanish cement con-
sortium which is building the first full-
scale Recovery Scrubber at its Dragon
Products Company cement plant in
Thomaston, Maine, commissioned
studies by Krupp Koppers AG, the
Instituto Espanol Del Cemento y Sus
Aplicaciones (the Spanish Cement
Institute, IECA), and the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology before commit-
ting $4.8 million for this project. The
U.S. Department of Energy subjected
the Scrubber to exhaustive indepen-
dent review before agreeing to provide
the balance of the financing for the
Dragon installation under its Innova-
tive Clean Coal Technology Program.
The Recovery Scrubber was one of six-
teen projects nationwide selected for
such funding and the only one specif-
ically designed for the cement industry.

The Dragon installation is expected to
be operational by the fall of 1990 and
performance data will be available
shortly thereafter. Interested parties are
invited to visit the construction site,
contact the U.S. and foreign experts
who have reviewed the system, and
discuss with Passamaquoddy
Technology staff how the Recovery
Scrubber can be applied to their
operations.
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How the Scrubber works

The Recovery Scrubber* was invented
by Dr. Garrett Morrison, a geochemist,
who realized that potassium contami-
nants can be reacted out of CKD with-
out risk of setting if the dust is first
reconverted to limestone.

Conversion is accomplished in the

Recovery Scrubber by reintroducing
into CKD the CO, that was released
during calcining. Exhaust gas from

Scrubbed exhaust out

the kiln is cooled in a heat exchang-
er (A) and bubbled through a reac-
tion tank (B) containing a slurry of
CKD and water. CO, in the gas
reacts with CKD in the slurry to
reclaim CKD for kiln feed, while
SO, reacts with potassium in the
CKD to form potassium sulfate in
solution. Reclaimed CKD is sepa-
rated in a settling tank (C), rinsed in
a secondary settling tank (D) to
remove potassium sulfate rem-
nants, and returned to the cement
plant as raw feed. Potassium sul-
fate solution is pumped to the
crystallizer (E) for recovery as dry
potassium sulfate. Heat for the
crystallizer is obtained from the
exhaust gas heat exchanger (F).
