General Aviation Trends -- July 1989

xecuti S -- Flight activity and pilot certification trends are
mixed w1th some indicators up, others down, while others are stable. On
the positive side, new aircraft shipments and aircraft registration totals
are improving substantially. Aviation safety also appears to be improving
st the moment.

* Eligh;_AgLixiLx -- Indications in this arena are mixed. Center IFR
traffic is relatively stable, currently running 0.5% below 1988 levels
through May 1989. General aviation tower operationg for the same five
month time period are just slightly depressed, currently running 1.8%
below levels achieved at this point in time last year. FSS radio
contacts, as usual, are depressed a significant 4.7% through May of
this year compared to last year. However, on the other side of the
coin, the estimated number of houre flown in piston aircraft is up
8.7% in year-to-date totals through April 1989 compared to 1988.

¥ Pilot Certification -- Trends in this arena are also mixed. On the
positive side, gtudent starts are up 5.3% for the year through June
1989 compared to the corresponding time period in 1988. 1In total,
1,980 more individuals started to learn to fly during the first half
of this year than during the first half of last year. On the negative
side, private issuances have declined a significant 20.4% during the
firat six months of this year compared to last year -- a decline of
4,127. On the positive side again, instrument issuances have
1n0reased 7.0% during the six month time period under study, from
9,086 recorded during 1988 to 9,723 in 1989.

* Aircraft Shipments and Registrations -- Both new aircraft shipments
and aircraft registrations continue to grow. During the first half of
1989, U.S. general aviation aircraft manufacturers shipped 665 new
aircraft, an increase of 14.9% over levels recorded a year earlier.

The story is much the same when aircraft registrations are

considered. Durlng the flrct half of 1989, the FAA received 36,334
irc 3 . , s, an increase of 7.4% over levels

recorded at the same point in 1988.

¥ Aviation Safety -- Aviation safety appears to be improving. The
estimated general aviation accident rate, fatal accident rate, and
fatality rate per 100,000 hours flown in piston aircraft during the
January through April 1989 time period is 10.0%, 15.3%, and 107 2%
below, respectively, the rates achieved during the correqpondlng time
period of 1988. Other additional system-wide aviation safety
indicators are also running significantly below levels recorded in
1988. NMACs during the first half of 1989 are running 24 .5% below
corresponding 1988 levels while total operational errors are running
7.9% below. During the first quarter of this year there were 25.6%
fewer pilot deviations and 27.9% fewer runﬂgx_;nggxalgnh than were
recorded during the same time period in 198

But clearly something good 18 aqoing on Lf
thig kind of discouwragement is effective, if these kind of numbéers
are real . And whatever we do, we want to continue to do the same
kinds of things that brought these numbers down,

I think that = there’s no doubt that that’'s the largest single
declineg in recent history over any three-year period, and I think
niow the deaclines will probably become more di fficult.  We have maybeo
parsuaded the people whn were most gasy to persuadde. Now the work
may get more difficult.

Second we A positive things We do have the firm resclve of the
American people. They have spoken very clearly and urambiguously
about this issue. They have made their views known, In a recent
Hallup pell, when asked whather they thought the so-callsd “"casual
uger " should be punished for using illejal drugs, 686 percent of
Americans said yes and 14 percent said ne.  Someone pointed out to
me, f you look at the numbers, it comes pretty close to concluding
that all casual users said no and everybody lse, to a person, sald
V@S ., (light laughter.) That’s an interssting diversion of opinion.

In any case, moral clarity on this issue has been achiaved once
again in this country, and moral clarity is worth a fortune.  When
the American people decide, as Abraham Lincoln used to point out,
that something is right and that something is wrong, then we have
the mowst important engine necessary to bring the change aboat.

common enterprise oFr A Common CRUSES,

I saw last night, o one of the peus shows —— 16 not the
first time I’'ve seen it -- old newsreel clips of Anerica’s earlier
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war on drugs. And there was a somewhal sarcastic tone im the
commentator, pointing out about Americe’s old strungle with drugs,
showing the movies and the like -- again, with a somewhat skeptical

N less kesn an observer than Tommy the CDorcoran -~ Tonmy Corcoran,
krown as "Taommy the Covk, " said ofnce one of the great statements
about Washington: "You can't take politics out of politics."  And
thatts right, and we saw that last night, as well.

hefore they ocriticize an $68 billion proposal . And T just think that
wiatl ol give 1€ more credibility.

The most impoviant thing, of ocourse, is Lhat this is what we
said 1t would cmst,  When I was asked to wrifte the strategy, |
wann't told to hald 16 o & certain number. No number was intimated
o me. I wasn’t even told or veminded of the fact that we ware at
the end of the fisocal year. J'm & arown up.  I'm & part of the
administration. T live in the real world, U understandd there’s a
budget agreament. I understand we’re toward the end of Fiscal Year
1930, And I understand that, as important as this issue is, you'd
don't say to somebody, "Make a wish list,"

What T was bto come up with was a strateay, and, as T promised Dick
Darman whan T saw him in March, there would be a bill for the
strategy. MAnd as I told him in March, ny guess was the bill was
going to be higher, maybe significantly higher than what the
Fresident requested in Febrouary,

It twroned out o be siagnificantly higher, and Director Darman
and his oolleagques have proposed a way to pay for 16, We've
presented ouwr shrategy, our budaet, ow proposal to pay for it, and
we mew wold like to bhe - have all of that treated fairly and
guickly so we can get an with our business.

There 6 a oriticism about that this is just more of the same,
that -~ 1 saw one newspaper this morning headlined "More of the
Bame."

User accountability, that all users should pay a priceg, is not
moreg of the samae., And indeed, as we puat this into effect, people
wil) realise it is by no mora means move of the same.
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I"m mot sure everyone has realizec yel the impact of some of
the recommendations and the strategy. [ hope that our critics on
the budget, who have not criticized us on the strategy, will stay
with us when we geel to stirengthen the provisions that we talk abaout
in the strateqgy, such as the provision that says schools and
colleges must oot only have polictes against drug use, they must
have penalties for drug use. That g, they must be serious about
the lesue and act seriously about the issue, @lue they lose thaeir
federal funds, not Just their federal edusation funds, all their
fedieral funds.

The user is the person ~- the scasual uwser, whio has ot yet  bobfomed
out or hurnt out, is the person o whor the young person —-- who the
young person geeas, the child sees and may believe this person has
their act ftogether, has their 1ife together. A young paY&on may SR
a user of drugs who has a4 nice job and a nice car and a Mire family,
and i atill taking cocaine, and thinks, "Well, you can have it
all."  And s he proceseds to take cocaine. That person, that nasual
wEer, 149 a carrier.

Noboady wakes up in the morning one day, and says, "I want to
hecome an addict, T want to end up in the street, in the gutter, as
a hurnt out Gase." Evervbody starts as a casual user. Almost ne
one buys their drugs for the first time. Itts almost always
somenns, a4 quoate "friend," close guote, who gives drugs for the
first time. Casual users give oubt drugs, because they 1like company
in what their doing.  And that’s why the focus is on the sasual
LB @Y .

Faople have said, "Well, does that mean imprisonment? Does
that mean jail?" No it doesn’t. We know about the prablem omf jail
spare, and for some, we want to improve that sitoaation ao there ig
more jaill space. But there’s a 1ot of things people can do as a way
of lettbing - making restitution to the community. They can pay
fines, they can give up their property if it7s used for their orime.
They can do community service., They can fill potholes.  They can do
all sorts af things, And I think it/s ioportant that we have a
recagnition bhoth of what the federal law can do in this regard, and
what states have €0 do. States are important actors hers, and we
hope they will fake the action needed.

Ore other comment has been made, and that is that owr grals are
ton modest . I do not think our goals are too modest. 1 think i f
yol ook at our goals you will see they are not too oondest. T
suggest a 50 percent reduction in 10 years, T think, is pretty
subgstantial .

B-3-3 paged 2 WEDNESDAY, SEFTEMBER &, 1969
exziting, but that's not the way the real world works., The real
world in this effort requires something more. It requires
consistent, smart pressure over time. And that’s what we plan to
dw.  That's what we hope the strategy does. We want consistent
pPressure, congisgtently applied over time. We want to be smarter and
we want Lo apply thet pressurse more intelligently and more
reflectivaely over timea,

Buit e clear on thiss Wea dm make mome pramises it Hhe
strategy. Wa say -—- - wa dontt think this is modest, and we don't
think it iz arrogant -- we say that if we fuollow this strategy,
pursue and apply this pressure consistently over time, and if we do
our o ol and the states do their job, and others who are called on de
their job, this problem will get hetter, and America will win this
war on drugs.  That seems to me mnolt modest, nobt arrogant, ot overly
riosy mor ovaerly skephical. That seems Lo us to he what it shouwld
be. That seems o us to be realistic.

Thamk you. I welcome yvour queshbions. CAppRl anse, ?

M. HOLMES: What are the bigopest hestacles ahead, now that the
plan has beaen drafted? How will youw sell it o the bureawsracy of
the Congress and the American pesple?

M. RBENNETT:  The bureawcracy -- you mean, the federal
gavernment bureausvacy™ Theylre alreasady sold. Their commander-in-
chief has spoken. Thatfs it, (Laughter.) They're in line. If
theay're not in line, sooner or later we will find out that they’re
not in line and we will get them in line. That!'s the way it’s got
fo o wark.  We've got lime authority now. We work and we move as oane
taam. If there’s & 1ittle bureaucratic griping, L1f there’s a ftuef
squabble Mera or there, that’s fine. That's going to happen.
That's an incident in the life of a bBureaucrany. Bubt if somebody
says they don’t want to do oor they don’< want to give out, or
they’re not going to do theiv part, theytre not part of the effort,
ancd that’s it.

It is the President’s strategy. Ti'e not the Cabinet's
strategy; 1t's naot BLll Bennett’s strategy. TH's the Presidont’s
sUrategy, and anyboady who dogen’t follow the divection is
disregarding the Fresident, and the bureaucracy won't do that. But
that assumes reticence or intramsigence on the part of the
bureacracy, and that’s not what we’lve found.  For the mest part, the
turf problems that have been talked about @so much that we have found
have arisen more from an interest in doing geod than laziness, John
Adams ways, in one of his letters, that more wickedness s done by
laziness than any 111 will in the world, That may have bheen true in
the 18th century.

I find in the bureauvcracy it v not laziness that cavses some
of our turft problems.  For the moast pard, it's been competition,
pasple out there eager o do & good job and sccasionally stepping on
each otherts toes. That’s nobt an altogother bad thing. It makes

for very good copy for peosple o fall about a DEA agent arresting a
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Customg agent instead of a bad guy berause they’re both under Tover,
but it actually doesn’t happen all that aften. It happens rarely.
In 99 percent of the time, they're arresting the bad guys. But
wafve had coosperation., On those ponits where we had disagreements
among mambers of fthe Dabinet, we hashed them out and the Freosident
made the call, and that’s that.

Inm fterms of the American people, I'm nob sure thera’'s much to
persuade them about, in regard to what we recommend. WHen we saw
the Gallup poll tws, three weeks ago, we were very taken with the
congruence hetween whall the American people want and what we
Y OpOseE ., ’

In tarms of the Congress, it may take some se)ling, but I
doan't think that much, We got about 100 letters from Congress.  We
wramte Dongress, along with lots of other people.  And the strategy
is quite consistent with what we heard from members of Congress,
Lo, Unless peocple want to posture and postpone, or, you koow, Just
use the soap box, we showld be able to aove that pretty guickly too.
If I'm right that there's general hasic agresment about the
substance of the strateqgy, and the real debate is about, you know,
whethar it’'s $2 billion or $1.8 Chillionl or 32.2 [hilliomd, and how
walre going o pay for that, we ought to be able to get all that
dione.

M. HOLMES: What vole should American business play in the wayr
on drugs? Lan you make sone specific recommendations as te what
COmpans@s nan oo ta helpt

MFE. BENNETT: VYeah, 1 think that - two things. Companies
should —- 1 see mo reason why companies shouldn’t declare their
warkplaces to be drug-free zones, to malke it a matlter of wompany
paolicy that drug uwse 13 not tolerated on or aff the job, because if
yourre weing drugs off the job, itfs going to affect the gquality of
yoy works  You can’t leave it at home, becadse you carrvy it around
with yos in your brain.

Second, as we say in the strategy, we strongly recommend that
companies take a look at adopting emploves assistance programs,
coWnsEling proagrams and testing programs in order to ensure that
they have a drug-free environment. The experience of the Uni ted
Btates military here is quite telling and gquite impressive, how drug
use wans reduwsed dramatically in the mil.tary by use of testing. The
first thing you do dis to establish that no drugs
is a policy for your company, and then 1 f youw think you have a
proablem or if you think you need ¢o provide resources to deal wibth a
problem oar prevent a problen, then put a testing and EaAF program
inta placea.

M. HOLMES:  What strategiss will the government be using to
make suWre that American banks and obther financial institutions are

accountable for money laundering?

M. BENNETT:  That's a tough business, a complicated business.

My ocollsague inteoduced o vouw earlier, Dr. Cleaver, is,
I am happy and proud to zay, one of Amecicals premiesr experts on
this issue, addiction, problems of addiztion, the chemistry of
addiction, the psycho- and biochemistry of addiction.  And indeed,
thorse is even a Kleaver technigque referred o in certain treatiment
fazilities around the world,

Dr. Dleavaer and 1 have tallked about it a number of times, and
ieres clear to us, as it's clear to some people on the Hill, Senataor
Maynihan and others who have this as a special interest, that
rasearch into these areas is important. We need to know mores,
There's still & lot we don’t know., When Dr. Cleaver euplained to
ma, during a day we spent in Mew York going o treatment centers,
that we know less about how to treat cocaine addiction sucoessfully,
crack addiction surceesfully than we know aboul heroin addiction amd
that more research is nesded in this area by legitimate drug
companies as wall as hy the best scholars in the world, 1T was
parsuaded. Thare are reports of new drugs out, Buprenorphine and

mr blocking of the effects of withdrawal . But this is an area that
we need to work oan.

Leo Melamed, architect of Chicago’s financial fu-
tures market, is an outspoken champion of self-regula-
tion, and it’s easy to see why. With Melamed as its
“chief policymaker, the Chicago Mercantile Exchange
has been a consistent industry leader in new products
and services while remaining largely free of heavy gov-
ernment interference. ,

But Melamed knows that self-regulation is a right
that can disappear rapidly if an institution doesn’t act

responsibly. Faced with increasing global competition.

and a government investigation of industry trading
practices, he’s fighting hard to preserve that right.

A committee of Merc leaders and industry experts
formed shortly after the federal investigation of the
Merc and the Chicago Board of Trade was disclosed
by The Tribune in mid-January, has proposed tougher
trading rules and penalties. If adopted by the Merc’s
board of governors and the federal Commodities Fu-
tures Trading Commission, they would fundamentally
change the way Chicago’s futures markets operate.
They would eliminate many opportunities for fraud
and abuse and deter cheating by imposing harsh fines.

One far-reaching proposal calls for banning most
traders from doing business for themselves at the same
time they are handling orders for customers. This
“dual trading” would be allowed only in a small num-

ber of lightly traded commodities. The committee also

.wants to restrict broker associations or rings, add sur-

veillance staff, appoint non-exchange members to dis-
ciplinary committees and suspend a member for six
months after a major rules violation. A second offense
would result in lifetime expulsion from the exchange.
Merc officials claim some of these changes were in

" the works before the federal probe was revealed, but

the package is clearly a response. It’s also a genuine
effort to restore public confidence in one of Chicago’s
most important financial markets by limiting both the
possibilities and perception of abuses.

. Critics may argue that the Merc is doing too little,
too late. But the exchange constantly must balance its

.duty to keep its own house in order with its need to

provide liquid and efficient markets.

Congress should realize that the futures industry has
prospered under self-regulation. Even under the cloud
of the FBI sting, Merc volume is up 34 percent this
year and membership values are at record amounts. If
the investigation reveals abuses not covered by these
rule changes, further adjustments can be made.

Meantime, lawmakers should not add burdensome
regulations that will drive up the cost of trading fu-
tures in America and force a successful U.S. industry
to yield to foreign competition.

What a difference a year makes!

Sun ’'n Fun '88 found the sport avia-
tion world in a state of siege . . . with its
back to the wall and fighting for its col-
lective life against the airspace grab
proposed in the FAA's infamous NPRM
88-2. Angry pilots shouted down Ad-
ministrator ~ Allan  McArtor  and
threatened civil disobedience if the
agency’s plan to place 80 mile wide
Mode C veils around all TCAs and
ARSAs were implemented. 12 months
and a significantly watered down (but
still not acceptable) Mode C compliance
rule later, the mood at Sun 'n Fun '89
was totally different. A new administra-
tion had taken over in Washington and
a dynamic new Transportation Secret-

ary, a pilot and former Bonanza owner,
was in office . . . and making waves. In
dramatic fashion, Sam Skinner had al-
ready swept away much of the doom
and gloom of his predecessors’ reigns
of shame, particularly in the world of

sport aviation. Just weeks before, the
Primary Aircraft NPRM had been issued
and, shortly afterwards, the Recrea-
tional Pilot’'s License proposal had be-
come the law of the land, effective Au-
gust 31. Both measures had been bot-
tled up in DOT since 1984, yet a simple
thumbs up by Secretary Skinner was all
it took to set in motion the most sweep-
ing changes in aircraft certification and
pilot licensing in the past 30 years. It is
difficult to imagine a more dramatic
example of the power of an individual
in government . . . and why it is so crit-
ically important that we as EAAers must

participate in the political process to en-
sure that our right to fly is preserved.
To a casual observer, it might not have
seemed very important, but to those of
us who have the scars to show for dec-
ades of fighting to beat back regulations
that would have grounded us all, it was
quite an astounding turn of events to
have a Cabinet officer take time out of
a frantic schedule that included such
evening TV network news grabbers as
the Eastern Air Lines strike and the
Alaskan oil spill to fly to Lakeland and
spend the better part of two days walk-
ing up and down the show lines admir-
ing airplanes and chatting with their
owners, just like the rest of us. When
have we heard the holder of such an
important post in the Federal govern-
ment describe himself as a “Trade-A-
Plane junkie” . . . to admit that “ . . . the
bureaucracy is even worse than you
think” . . . to say that aviation safety is
“ . an emotional question with the
public because of the press” . . . that
we need “more people, especially
women, in flying” . . . that “we have to
rebuild general aviation” . . . and that
EAAers in Ohio should put pressure on
their Senator Howard Metzenbaum “ . .
. who singlehandedly defeated the
product liability bill in the last Con-
gress”? I mean . . . here was a guy who,
during his FAA forum, told a newspaper
reporter to hold his questions until a
later press conference because “ . . .
I'm talking to the aviation people now.”

Even some of the FAA personnel
were pinching themselves to be sure
they weren't dreaming!

While it is inevitable that general avi-
ation will ultimately disagree with some
of the decisions Secretary Skinner will
have to make, he certainly has started
off on a better foot with our segment of
aviation than any other Transportation
Secretary since the post was created in
the late 1960s. He is, in fact, the first to

show that he considers general aviation
to be an equal partner in the aviation
scheme of things. Some significant
points he made at Lakeland were that
all the various interests in aviation are
going to have to learn to live together,
to recognize that each has a right to a
fair share of the nation’s airspace . . .
and that such a recognition would have
to be incorporated into the long range
strategic planning that will be a part of
the National Transportation Plan he in-
tends to have formulated during his ten-
ure in Washington. Secretary Skinner
came out solidly for keeping the FAA in
the Department of Transportation . . .
with himself as its strong proponent in
the political arena. An independent
FAA, he maintained, with an adminis-
trator of less than Cabinet rank simply
would not have the political pull to with-
stand the pressures put upon it in
budgetary battles and in the regulatory
wars that would ensue following
another airline accident involving a
lightplane. Very significantly, Secretary
Skinner assured EAAers that (unlike his
two immediate predecessors) he “did
not have a political objective, other than
to do a good job.”

Secretary Skinner's appearance at
Sun 'n Fun was simply the first of what
we expect to be regular visits to EAA
functions. While living in Chicago, he
was a frequent visitor to Oshkosh, usu-
ally flying in his own airplane, and he
will be back again this year . . . as an
honored guest and as the featured
speaker at the Theater in the Woods on
Sunday evening.

Thank you, President Bush, for ap-
pointing, at long last, a Transportation
Secretary who is a current pilot, who
has owned and had to foot the bills to

maintain and operate his own airplane
and who understands the difficulties pri-
vate owners will have flying out of air-
ports that will be in the veil of a TCA
come July 1. We may have differences
of opinion with him in the months and
years ahead, but, at least, he will under-
stand our point of view.

SETTING
THE SCENE

So what did Secretary Skinner and
the rest of us find interesting at Sun 'n
Fun '897? For those of us who have at-
tended each of the events since the fly-
in was moved to its current site on the
Lakeland airport and can remember the
palmetto jungle from which it was so
laboriously clawed and scraped, it is al-
ways interesting and a pleasure to note
the changes and improvements that are
made from year to year. The most obvi-
ous addition was a new 20,000 square
foot hangar, used during the fly-in for
commercial exhibits. It is the third large
building to be constructed on the site,
yet every space was taken this year. In
fact, demand for commercial space was
so great that the Sun 'n Fun museum
building had booths along all its outer
walls . . . and every inch of outside
space available for the purpose was
taken. Another very welcome addition
for 1989 was the conversion of the Boys
Club of Lakeland’s Sun 'n Fun Cafe
from a circus tent to a metal canopied
structure. This allowed the annual
Ground Loop Party and the Awards
Banquet to be held on site for the first
time.

To remain outside the FAA mandated
1,000 foot “deadline” for the afternoon
air shows, the Antique/Classic Head-
quarters building was moved from the
far west end of the display area to a
position just inside the western most en-
trance gate to the flightline area. To an
even greater degree than previously,
this is the social center of the aircraft
display area.

Not visible from the flightline area but,
nevertheless, an important addition to
the 200 acre fly-in site was a new 40
acre auto parking lot. Cut out of the
woods to the southwest of the airport,
this is the direction future development
will take. With all the trees and streams
in this area, the potential is there for
truly beautiful landscaping.

All the people connected with the Sun
'n Fun organization, full time employees
and volunteers alike, are to be com-
mended for the continuing effort to
make the fly-in site a showplace not
only for EAA but all of aviation. It is im-
portant that the general public per-
ceives sport aviation as a responsible
