[ am writing on behalf of 40,000 Chinese students and scholars at over 200 universities
across the United States. We join all Americans in wishing you well at the Summit meeting
this weekend. You have clearly signalled America’s full support for the voices of freedom
that have called forth such historic reforms this fall in Eastern Europe.

While the world rejoices, however, we pray that you not forget the slaughter in Tiananmen
Square. We urge you not to set back the struggle to freedom for which the people in China
' risk their lives daily.

For now we must be their voice. That is why we ask you to sign the bill Congress has just
passed, your Administration’s Extended Deferred Departure Program provided an initial
refuge, but it ends in June. The two year return requirement still hangs over our head. We
still must return to face Beijing’s revenge, if we speak out for freedom. Unless you sign the
bill, Beijing regime can continue to use the two year return to suppress support here in the
U.S. for the Pro-democracy movement.

We ask you, Mr. President, to stand with the Pro-democracy movement, just as you have
supported Solidarity in Poland and the freedom movements throughout Eastern Europe.
We ask that you not help the tyrants in Beijing extend the long arm of political repression
to the campuses of America.

The exchange programs through which we have been guests in your great country seek to
expose foreign students to American values. We have learned that lesson well. We wish
to speak out in support of democracy for China. Please do not help Beijing Government
silence our voice for democracy now.

Dear Mr. President:

We are writing to urge you to support Chinese students
in America in their struggle for democracy in China by
signing into law the "Emergency Chinese Immigration Relief
Act of 1989."

Today's extraordinary flowering of democracy in Eastern
Europe reminds us of a similar movement just a few months ago
in China, but which was brutally suppressed. This bill
adopted by Congress provides new hope to a beleaguered
democratic effort for freedom in China by protecting its most
effective representatives -- the Chinese students in America. -

Yet, with every day that passes, more and more students -
fall into unlawful status through the expiration of their )
visas. And while you have acted to assure them they will not
be deported before June 5, 1990, they live in constant fear
that whatever they say oOr do in America today will bring
punishment should they be requifbd to return after that date.

Our bill also establishes for the first time in our law
that asylum is available to victims of China's "one couple,
one child" policies. You vetoed one bill over U.N.
population funding for China; you should support this Bill
which protects the victims of that same policy.

However, your representatives have indicated that this
important measure may be subject to a veto or pocket veto.
It is significant that the primary opposition t¢ the bill
comes not from the United States, but from the Chinese ’
government -- the very government that ordered the troops

into Tiananmen Square in June.

Mr. President, your representatives(have articulated
three reasons for a veto. '

First, they claim that the Chinese government may
suspend educational exchange programs if this bill is
enacted. We ask you not to be intimidated by cynical threats
made in Beijing. China has already suspended the Fulbright
program in June, under which our scholars go there, and only
a handful of Chinese scholars have been able to leave China
under the Exchange Visitor Program in the past few months.

It is clear that the Chinese government will send here only
the most ideologically tested and "reliable’ students for the
foreseeable future, and, should Beijing decide in the future
to restore the Fulbright program, there is no doubt that our
-
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. scholars would be subjected to far greater scrutiny than they
were before the Tiananmen massacre.

Second, your representatives state that the bill would
hamper efforts to restore Sino-American relations to their
pre-June levels. Our first priority must be to stand with
the students who are here and have played such a gignificant
role in the pro-democracy movement in China. The very fact
that so many of the students here have been harrassed by
officials of their own embassy for their pro-democracy
activities suggests their vulnerability if returned to China,
and this bill addresses that vulnerability in concrete,
legislative terms.

Finally, your represeitatives state %zhat this kill ie
not needed because the Attorney General has already acted to
defer any departures until next June. But, Mr. President,
this is only a few months away. Students are already
concerned about their fate after that time, and have scaled
down their pro-democracy activities as that deadline
approaches. Many even fear that to participate in the :
Attorney General's deferred departure program becomes an act .
of rebellion against the Chinese government, and marks them -
for retribution once that program is ended and they are .
_ required to return. This bill provides them with the

security they need to plan their lives and pursue their

‘ dreams of a more democratic future in China.

Mr. President, we understand your desire to strike the
proper balance between maintaining ties with Beijing and
being faithful to those who promote democracy. We urge you
not to aid the campaign of intimidation and harrassment that
the Chinese authorities have waged against these students by
vetoing this bill. Just as you have celebrated the courage
of the peoples of Eastern Europe in their recent democratic
successes, we ask only that you support the students of China
in their continuing struggle.

ety in which we now find ourselves.
For months, attention has been fo-
cused on alleged ‘“‘culprits” in our
midst: the photographers Andres
Serrano and the late Robert Mapple-
thorpe. Congress, art critics, enraged
civil libertarians, religious fanatics,
pro- and anti-censorship groups — all
are having a field day, leaving the
arts communities in defensive posi-
tions. You, as endowment chairman,
will have to cope with the fallout from

both these incidents, but I beg you not
to be dazed or blinded by them.

The truth is that the arts in our
country are always on the defensive.
We are minor appendages on the
body politic and we are likely to stay
that way unless you seize the oppor-
tunity for broadscale leadership.

Simply stated, the arts have never
been considered important to the na-
tion’s purposes. It's staggering to
realize we are so careless with our
poets, writers, composers, musicians,
painters, ‘sculptors, choreographers,
actors, dancers — those priceless
human resources that have always
marked the progress of a civilized na-
tion. It should be your job to try
changing that carelessness by every
means at your disposal — political di-

" plomacy, advocacy, passion, a com-

mitment to the human spirit, a deter-
mination that it is no longer wise to
ignore these strengths.

At the same time, urge the artistic
communities to have a look at
themselves. They are not immune to
We “me, too" attitude of this decade.

Many need a careful re-examination
of what they do and-how they do it.

And have a look at what’s happen-
ing in our changing demographics.
Our culture is being enriched by the
new immigrants, those Asians and
Hispanics drawn here by our free
society. They bring new energies to
the melting pot, energies we should
encourage, not ignore.

President Bush has reiterated time
and again his desire to be an educa-
tion President. Call him on this. It
should be your job to see that the arts
get placed squarely on the education
agenda. There are two basic purposes
here: One, to assure literate and
knowledgeable audiences for the fu-
ture, and two, to begin the whole pro-
cess of education in the sciences and
humanities. The arts give children a
sense of organizing their natural cu-
riousity; the arts open minds.

And seek out Secretary of State
Baker and others charged with for-
eign policy. Our artistic assets should

play a much more important role in

international affairs. We've never
had a consistent policy on cultural di-
plomacy. In these moments of unbe-
lievable political change, we should
use our artistic vitality to reflect the
best of our civilization.

And, please: Use your office as a
pulpit. Seek support for the arts from
the corporate community, our larg-
est, undertapped resource for private
funding. Less than a fraction of 1 per-
cent of American business takes ad-
vantage of the long existing 10 per-
cent tax forgiveness for gifts to the
arts. If you could move that fraction
to something even approaching a full
1 percent, you will have made a con-
siderable difference in the health of
our artists and artistic institutions.
You will also, of course, have brought
off a temporal miracle.

You might also have in the back of
your mind some of the reforms that
are needed to correct the penalties
imposed by the 1986 Tax Reform Act.
That act makes it harder for individu-
als to claim full deductible rights for
charitable gifts.

What I'm suggesting is that leader-
ship is going to be placed in your
hands. Use it; the time is right.

As historian Arthur Schiesinger Jr.
often points out, our society runs in
cycles of personal gain and public
good. We now may be beginning to
come away from the personal gain
years. You might hasten the process
by leading people to recognize the
arts for what they are — vital to sus-
taining our national existence.

I know I speak for many when I

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History Lesson, eight years early

Let's jump ahead, to 1997,
President Bush has served two terms and is writing memoirs.

Historians are writing about what the Education President
accomplished .

The historians /mg#¢ be saying:

I. The New American School--This was clearly the
President's greatest achievement, harder and more important
than going to the moon in the 1960's.

In1990 President Bush launched a "second Manhattan
Project”. He gave [some modern Thomas Edison] one billion
dollars, the following challenge and a deadline: "Start from
scratch. Create the New American School, one that meets the
needs of our children for the next century. Open 50 of these



schools by 1995, one in each state capital" (The need for brand-
new schools had by 1990 become everybody's idea. The
"Manhattan Project" approach was suggested by Tennessee
businessman Chris Whittle.)

The New Schools opened ahead of schedule. They were as
different from 1980's schoolhouses as the telegraph had been
from the pony express, as the automobile had been from the
buggy, as the lamp had been from the candle, as interstates are
from federal highways. This was not merely "restructuring"; it
was a fundamental breakthrough, a new dynamic.

These new independent state schools could not be built fast
enough to satisfy parents who wanted to choose them for their
children. Just before he left office in 1996, President Bush
dedicated the first Japanese copy of the New School in Tokyo.
And he launched a second team to create next century high
schools ( to be ready by the year 2000 for the first crop of New
School graduates).

The historians agreed: in 1997 America was out front with
technology for the most important challenge of the information
age: helping children learn.

2. The Next Century Schools Crusade--at the mid-
winter National Governors' Association meeting in 1990, the
President launched a crusade arm-in-arm with the Governors. His



mission: to change the enviornment in which New Schools would
operate. He set out to accomplish this by visiting states as
often as he could--he called these visits his "school days"--and
focused on four areas:

A.  Choice--He pushed Minnesota's open enroliment
plan. But once parents saw New Schools, so many wanted to
choose them for their children that the idea of choice among
public schools became inevitable in every state.

B. Paying More for Teaching Well--The President

praised the Tennessee career ladder plan and supported the
Board for Professional Teaching Standards. But the real
breakthrough came when the New School designers had to create
a system for selecting and rewarding a highly professional corps
of board-certified master teachers and principals who would earn
up to $80,000 a year.

C.  The Teacher Shortage Ended--So many talented

adults who were outside teaching wanted jobs in the New Schools
that every state developed an alternate certification program
(much like New Jersey's pioneering plan). In 1996, there were 400
applicants for every New School teaching position.

D.  Early Childhood Development -- The President

focused on the importance of the family during his "school day"
visits and gradually expanded the federal Headstart program.




Many familes used the options offered by New Schools' all-day,
year- round schedules to rethink family work schedules. This
made it possible more often for one parent to be at home when
children were home.

3. New Schools for Adults where they worked --In
1990, the President became convinced that the lack of skills
among American workers was an emergency, was causing
America to be non-competitive. Solving the problem could not
wait for the next century. So he called on America's employers
to create new schools for adults in the workplace. Working with
state community colleges and technical institutes, these schools
disagnosed deficiencies in employees' basic skills, computer
skills and job skills. They then used existing technology to help
these employees learn what they needed to know and to be able
to do what they needed to be able to do.

The response from a frustrated American business
community proved to be astonishing. Between 1990 and 1996
fully one-half of the American work force was re-educated and
retrained in places where they worked.

4. Free tuition for qualified students who couldn't
afford college--The President became convinced that money
was a barrier to many qualified students who otherwise would
have gone to college. These potential students were not using
college in the American way: to help them get from the back on



from the back on the line to the front. This, too, was crippling
America's competitiveness.

So the President opened college doors for these students
--many of them from so-called m/d/e-income families-- by
offering free tuition for four years if students met certain

\hission standands includi o]

The first result of this program was that the number
of high school courses offered in sciences, math, foreign langauge
and geography (the core curriculum) dramatically increased
because of the larger number of students who were thinking
about going to college; these students demanded to take these
courses in order to qualify for free tution. The federal
government helped with the cost of this tuition program, but the
states paid for most of it. And it cost much less than first
imagined because free tuition was available only at 400
designated state colleges which emphasized good teaching and
kept costs low.

5. Secured America's Research Advantage --The
President assured America's research advantage into the next
century by doing two things:

A.  Presidential Fellowships and Investigators --He

caused the federal government, universities and businesses
jointly to fund 10,000 new $20,000 fellowships and stipends for




outstanding graduate students in science, engineering and
mathematics. Because these stipends were allocated state-by-
state, the number of college students preparing for graduate
school doubled. Because eighty per cent of the stipends were
reserved for US. citizens, the percentage of American nationals

in graduate science, engineering and math programs tripled by
1997. ’

B. Investments in research --In 1990, the President

was surpised to leam that although federal research budgets
appeared to be rising, much of the money was being drained off
into specific areas, suchas AIDS. University science facilities
were in bad shape and expensive to replace. So the President's
budgets gradually increased federal funding for facilites,
equipment and research in science, engineering and mathematics.
By the end of his two terms there was no doubt that America's
supremacy in research--mostly done in universities-- would
continue into the next century.

HELPING EASTERN BLOC COUNTRIES -- AND THE SOVIET UNION

Eastern Europe is emerging from the shackles of
Communism. Calls for free speech, free elections, and free
markets are everywhere. Even in the Soviet Union complaints
about the lack of progress after five years of '"glasnost"
and "perestroika" are common.

At the storm-plagued summit of Malta, Presidents Bush
and Gorbachev pledged to strive toward more Western help and
trade for the Soviet Union, and for the Eastern bloc
countries. However, we have been properly cautious about
giving massive aid in either goods, or finance until more
progress is made in the disarmament field, human rights, and
regional conflicts.

President Bush and Members of Congress will have to
address the problem of how to help the Soviets, and
particularly Eastern bloc countries, in the forthcoming
session of Congress. Perhaps a variation on an historical
precedent might be'part of the answer.

After World War II the defeated Axis countries were in
shambles -- Germany, Japan, and Italy. The Allies,
principally the U.S., had to deal with that problem. Unlike
previous victors, we did not put our foot on the neck of the
conquered. Instead, we offered the hand of friendship to
rebuild. Our effort was called the Marshall Plan. Through

it the victor rescued the vangquished!
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We have again defeated an enemy -- this time Soviet
communism -- not on the battlefield, but in the marketplace.
our system -- free and open competitive markets with,

hopefully, a minimum of government regulation, proved
superior to a state-run, state-planned, militarily- strong,
consumer-weak dictatorship.

what should we now do with and/or for that defeated
enemy? In addition, we also want to help those nations that
were under the rule of Soviet communism through puppet
governments and police brutality. But, how?

My proposal is that we have an Industry and Finance
Corps, similar to the Peace Corps, that helps third world
nations. We should ask young business school graduates,
engineers, doctors, commercial and investment bankers, and
accountants to volunteer to spend one, two, or three years
in Eastern Europe, and eventually even in the Soviet Union.
They would help the struggling new democracy, or even those
choosing some form of state socialism, to gain entrance into
today's competitive markets. They would work in factories,
service companies, and government enterprises, showing them
what they have learned in our graduate schools, and in our
businesses.

The I and F Corps would be run as a Federal Government
agency, probably part of the Commerce, or Treasury
Departments. The volunteers would be paid a minimum, but
livable, salary and could be subsidized by their firms if

already employed by an American company. They would be
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assigned to a particular country, given a brief but
intensive course in the history, culture, and language of
that nation, then assigned to a particular sector, or
company, that matched -- and needed -- their skills.

This agency need not be a "budget buster" in cost. As
I envisage the enterprise, 10,000 or so of our "best and
brightest" at any one time seconded to foreign enterprises
would be more than ample. Many of these people would be
paid for by American firms anxious to help, and to foster
free enterprise behind what was known as the Iron Curtain.
Enough bureaucracy to keep records, and keep track of the
volunteers would be the main overhead costs. Transportation
could be provided by DOD.

The young people would gain invaluable experience
living, working, and teaching abroad. Their input to their
counterparts abroad would be enlightening, and their
insights for future employers in the U.S. would be
rewarding.

As I see it, this proposal could be part of President
Bush's suggestions for helping Eastern Europe. It could be
announced in his annual State of the Union address to the
next session of Congress, and fleshed out in testimony
before Congress by members of the Administration.

I believe response from our younger business managers,
engineers, bankers, and accountants would be enthusiastic
and generous. We again would be reaching out a helping hand
to a defeated enemy by using the talents of those who will

run our victorious market economy in the years ahead.

Casualties
Of Peace

The Navy checks its safety and
finds some faulty gear

A fter the Navy suffered a string of
peacetime casualties in recent weeks
from shipboard fires, collisions and plane
crashes that left ten dead and 71 injured, it
was ready for an unprecedented step. For
two days last week, the Navy conducted a
service-wide “stand-down.” Though essen-
tial functions such as drug interdiction and
Persian Gulf ship movements continued,
the service halted all routine operations for
two\days while every officer and sailor re-
viewed safety procediires.

The Navy’s problems with safety may
not all be a matter of preparedness among
its crews. TIME has learned that the Naval
Investigative Service is looking into wheth-
er Scott Aviation, a defense contractor
based in Lancaster, N.Y., sold the Navy
smoke-protection gear that the company
knew did not work as intended. Since 1981
the Navy has purchased more than 450,000
of Scott’s Emergency Escape Breathing
Devices, hoodlike units that fit over the
head and neck to provide breathable air
while blocking the entry of toxic fumes.
They are now used on virtually all naval
vessels except submarines.

Christopher Duvall, who was chief test
engineer at Scott Aviation from 1983 until
1985, has told naval investigators the com-
pany tested the device in a way that would
not properly measure its ability to protect
the wearer. Since human tests of the device
could not involve actual toxic gases, the
Navy called for testing with salt or vegeta-
ble-oil aerosols. Duvall says the company
knew the device could scrub out those rela-
tively large particles but not the much
smaller molecules of poisonous gases.
Scott Aviation did not point this out to the
Navy. According to Duvall, when more
meaningful tests were performed at his in-
sistence, the devices failed. He says that
the company ordered him to destroy the
results and that he later resigned in
frustration.

After an earlier attempt to bring his
claims to the attention of the Navy met
with inaction, Duvall approached the
Navy Investigative Service regional fraud
office in San Diego two years ago. That
visit led to the current investigation. Now
new tests by both the Navy and the Feder-
al Aviation Administration show that the
smoke masks offer just about one-tenth
the protection required by service specifi-
cations. A spokesman for the company
would say only, “We do not think Mr. Du-
vall is correct.” Meanwhile, the hoods are
still in use. [
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
