Below are recommendations for Ambassadors to the stated
countries:

SOVIET UNION

As requested, I am submitting for your consideration more
than one candidate for the Soviet Union. They are listed in
alphabetical order.

Our multifaceted relationship with the Soviet Union has
expanded dramatically in recent years. In addition to the
basic components of our bilateral relations and multifaceted
dialogue--arms control, human rights, trade and economic
issues--we are seeing a massive expansion in non-governmental
initiatives. Expert knowledge of the country and language is
essential. 1In addition to mastery of the complexities of our
expanding relationship, the Ambassador must also cope with a
demanding set of administrative and management problems.

Direct contact with Soviet leaders and prominent citizens is an
increasingly valuable and essential part of the Ambassador's
responsibilities. Living in the USSR and dealing with the
Soviet Government remain difficult tasks. As morale has always
been important in an isolated, high intelligence-threat post
such as Moscow, the Ambassador must be able to motivate the
staff to cope with a crushing workload and difficult working
and living conditions.

RECOMMENDATION (in alphabetical order) either:

Robert L. Barry, FE-CM, as Ambassador to the Soviet Union

Robert Barry's career has been devoted almost exclusively
to Soviet affairs. As a Soviet expert, Barry has consistently
received the highest marks. After earlier service in Moscow
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and Leningrad as Political Officer, Barry became Deputy
Assistant Secretary in the Bureau of International Organization
Affairs. He subsequently served as Deputy Assistant Secretary
in the Bureau of European Affairs (charged with Soviet and East
European relations) and for three years as Ambassador to
Bulgaria. Barry's intellectual and professional range and
versatility are exceptional. Unassuming in manner, he is an
outstanding manager who is able to bring out the best from his
staff. He is fluent in Russian, Serbo-Croatian, and Bulgarian.

wWarren Zimmermann, FA-CM, as Ambassador to the Soviet Union

Warren Zimmermann, currently Ambassador to Yugoslavia,
is a Soviet Bloc specialist who has demonstrated outstanding
leadership, negotiating and policy formulation ability.
Zimmermann has had several tours in Moscow, including service
as Deputy Chief of Mission from 1981 to 1984. Other senior
assignments included U.S. Representative to the Conference on
Security and Cooperation in Europe and U.S. Negotiator at the
Arms Control and Disarmament Agency. Direct, unshakeably calm
and polite, Zimmermann has proven himself a highly skilled
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negotiator. He is fluent in Russian and Serbo-Croatian plus
several other world languages.

As requested, I am submitting for your consideration more
than one candidate for Israel. They are listed in alphabetical
order.

The U.S.-Israel bilateral relationship is one of
particular sensitivity and importance for the United States.
The Ambassador plays a pivotal role in maintaining and
strengthening that relationship. Our intense and continuing
involvement in the Arab-Israeli peace process adds
significantly to the Ambassador's role in Israel. The
incumbent must quickly and effectively present our positions to
the Government of Israel, report Israeli policies and
activities and make policy recommendations. The Ambassador is
tasked also with encouraging continued economic reform and with
maintaining our close defense cooperation with the Israelis.
Intellectual skills of the highest order are needed to navigate
effectively in an environment in which officials, press, and
population are highly educated and politicized.

RECOMMENDATION (in alphabetical order) either:

Edward P. Djerejian, FA-MC, as Ambassador to Israel

Edward P. Djerejian is currently serving as Chief of
Mission in Syria. A veteran Mid-East specialist, he served as
Deputy Assistant Secretary in the Department's Bureau of Near
Eastern and South Asian Affairs prior to his current
assignment. Known as strong in representation, reporting and
analysis, he is a skilled negotiator who conveys an air of
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command. He has been cited frequently for skill in exercising
leadership, managerial effectiveness, substantive mastery and
interpersonal skills.,

William C. Harrop, FA-CM, as Ambassador to Israel

William C. Harrop, our Ambassador to Zaire since December
1987, previously served as Chief of Mission in Kenya and
Guinea. He is an intensely active, hard-driving officer who
has made his mark in the Service by sustained professional
performance. Harrop's ability is complemented by an easy,
outgoing personality, vigorous manner, incisive mind and natural
flair for leadership. He is committed and an activist, and his
public speaking and drafting skills are of the highest order.

Mary Ann Casey, FE-OC, as Ambassador to Algeria

With the exception of Algeria's petroleum and natural gas
sales to the United States, our interests in Algeria are
modest. Algeria is, however, of increasing interest to the
United States because of its turn toward the West, the opening
of its political and economic system, and Algeria's contact
with radical Arab groups and its willingness to serve as an
intermediary in the resolution of complex Middle Eastern
disputes. Since Algiers is a relatively small Embassy operating
in a difficult working environment, the Ambassador must take a
hands-on approach to policy, management and morale. Fluency in
French is essential.

RECOMMENDATION:

Whatever the outcome of the Middle East crisis unleashed
by Iraq's military annexation of Kuwait, this strategically
placed oil-rich country will probably be a significant factor
in the Arab world. It emerged from the Gulf War with a large
per capita foreign debt and far-reaching ambitions that put it
at odds with U.S. interests and most of its neighbors. 1Its
treatment of its Kurdish minority raised the most serious human
rights issues. Our future relationship with Iraq will depend
on the extent to which a post-crisis regime might moderate its
behavior. The new Ambassador must have a strong background in
the Middle East.
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SYRIA

RECOMMENDATION:

Christopher W.S. Ross, FA-MC, as Ambassador to Syria V////

The Ambassador to Syria has a full portfolio including
some of the most important issues in U.S. foreign policy:
terrorism, the U.S. hostages in Lebanon, the Arab-Israeli peace
process, drug production and trafficking, and a peaceful
settlement in Lebanon. Simply maintaining a dialogue with the
Syrian Government on such sensitive topics requires an
Ambassador with a deep understanding of U.S. policy, and the
intellectual and rhetorical skills to explain and defend it to
a difficult regime. As the Embassy is under a staffing
ceiling, the Ambassador must cope with an ever-increasing
workload with static resources, while maintaining good morale
among the staff.

Christopher W.S. Ross is currently serving as Chief of
Mission in Algeria. He began his career with USIA in 1968, and
has served in various Department of State assignments since
1979. He was Executive Assistant to the Under Secretary of
State for Political Affairs from 1985-88. He also directed the
Regional Affairs Office in the Bureau of Near East and South
Asian Affairs. Ross is a skillful negotiator with extensive
Mid-East experience. He was awarded the Presidential
Meritorious Service Award in 1983 and 1985. He is bilingual in
Arabic.,.

RECOMMENDATION:

John T. McCarthy, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Tunisia b////

The United States enjoys good relations with Tunisia,
which is more open and Westernized than most Arab societies.
The Ambassador's job, however, is demanding since Tunis is
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also the site of the headquarters of the Palestine Liberation
Organization (PLO) and the Arab League. The PLO/Arab affairs
content of the job demands a top-flight individual with a deep
and subtle understanding of Middle Eastern matters in general
and the peace process in particular. Strong management ability
and fluent French is necessary to manage this multi-agency
mission.

John T. McCarthy served recently as Chief of Mission in
Lebanon. He is a seasoned officer with service in four
geographical bureaus plus key senior assignments in the
Department. A versatile officer, his performance record
abounds with recognition of his strong leadership and
exceptional managerial prowess. During his Beirut assignment
he displayed exceptional sensitivity and presence combined with
toughness and courage. He is fluent in French.

YEMEN

RECOMMENDATION:

Arthur H. Hughes, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Yemen

Our relationship with Yemen is a key element in the
promotion of stability and security on the Arabian peninsula.
The recent merger of North and South Yemen presents an
opportunity to encourage the growth of private enterprise and a
more democratic form of government. Against the background of
the complex and growing relationship between the United States
and Yemen, previous experience in the Middle East is
particularly useful for an American Ambassador. 1In addition,
the Ambassador needs the intelligence, tact and sensitivity to
operate successfully in a country that is going through
significant political, economic and social changes.
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Arthur Hughes is presently serving as Deputy Assistant
Secretary of Defense for Near Eastern and South Asian Affairs.
His responsibilities cover policy development and operations
oversight at DOD for United States security relations with the
27 countries of the region. Mr. Hughes entered the Foreign
Service in 1965. He has served as Deputy Chief of Mission in
Copenhagen, The Hague and Tel Aviv. Hughes, a skilled
communicator, has a record of effectively furthering U.S.
positions when in contact with foreign representatives.

BOLIVIA

RECOMMENDATION:

Charles Richard Bowers, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Bolivia

Relations between the United States and Bolivia are good.
The key bilateral concern is how to wage an effective effort to
stem cocaine production and trafficking. Of concern, also, is
the need to support Bolivia's courageous efforts to stabilize
and revive its economy in the face of very difficult
circumstances. Bolivia, the poorest country in South America,
needs United States and international donor economic support.
The Ambassador to Bolivia should possess strong management and
leadership skills. Fluency in Spanish is essential.

Charles Richard Bowers has served since May 1989 as the
Executive Assistant to the Department's Under Secretary for
Management. He is acknowledged as one of the Department's
premier managers by virtue of superior performances as
Executive Director of the Bureau of European Affairs and
Embassy Bonn Administrative Chief. 1In early political and
consular assignments he received outstanding ratings and
displayed exceptional versatility and breadth. A 1988
Presidential Meritorious Service Award recipient, Bowers is the

kind of person who makes good things happen. He is fluent in
Spanish.

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CHILE

RECOMMENDATION:

Curtis W. Kamman, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Chile

The key issue in United States/Chile relations will be the
normalization of relations with the democratically-elected
government of Patricio Aylwin. Chile's sizeable and
disciplined Communist Party poses a threat to long-term
stability. United States policy seeks to encourage the
consolidation of a democratic government which is friendly to
basic U.S. interests. The Chilean economy has been a regional
leader in its dedication to free market economic policies and
has been responsible in meeting its international debt
obligations. The Chief of Mission must be fluent in Spanish,
since few Chileans speak English and the U.S. Ambassador's
words and actions are subject to close scrutiny. The incumbent
should also have a grasp of U.S. policy concerns in the region.

Curtis W. Kamman is currently serving as Deputy Assistant
Secretary in the Department's Bureau of European Affairs. He
had earlier assignments as Principal Officer in Havana and
Deputy Assistant Secretary in the Bureau of Intelligence and
Research. Known for his creativity, bureaucratic acumen and
policy sense, he has earned repeated superb performance and
potential ratings in a wide variety of high level positions.
Kamman has a liberal style of management which encourages the
professional growth of his officers but which requires their
best effort. He served as acting Deputy Chief of Mission in
Moscow for long periods of time and demonstrated excellent
on-the-spot judgment. He is fluent in Spanish.

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COLOMBIA

RECOMMENDATION:

Morris D. Busby, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Colombia

Our relations with Colombia are excellent, and the
Colombian Government shares our desire to wipe out narcotics
trafficking and abuse. Strict security measures are required
for all U.S. personnel at the Embassy in the face of the many
threats which have been made against them by both narcotics
traffickers and insurgents. In general, U.S. culture is
admired and widely emulated, and strong U.S. leadership in
world affairs is welcomed. The U.S. envoy to Colombia must
have the ability to communicate well in Spanish and must
demonstrate sensitivity to Latin American culture. The
Ambassador will have to supervise an Embassy dealing with
difficult issues such as narcotics, guerrilla insurgency and
debt. Thus, experience in managing complex problems in a
foreign environment is essential,

Morris D. Busby is currently assigned as the Coordinator
for Counter-Terrorism in the Office of the Secretary of State.
Busby, a former Senior Deputy Assistant Secretary in the Bureau
of Inter-American Affairs, is an outstanding manager. He knows
the drug issue well from previous service as Deputy Chief of
Mission in Mexico City. Strong in interpersonal skills, Busby
has a special ability to generate enthusiasm and high morale
among his staff. He is fluent in Spanish.

EL SALVADOR

RECOMMENDATION:

Michael G. Kozak, SES-05, as Ambassador to El1 Salvador

The United States enjoys excellent relations with
El Salvador. The country has the largest U.S. economic and
military assistance programs in the hemisphere and relies
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heavily on that aid to support an ailing and disrupted

economy. The overall U.S. policy in El Salvador is to
consolidate a stable, friendly, and democratic government.
Given the size of the U.S. Mission, the range of its
activities, and the amount of economic and military assistance,
the Ambassador must be a tireless and dynamic individual with
wide experience in managing complex programs. He must possess
acute political and cultural sensitivity and also have highly
developed skills for diplomacy and persuasion. Fluency in
Spanish is essential.

Michael G. Kozak has been serving since April 1988 as
Deputy Assistant Secretary in the Department's Bureau of
Inter-American Affairs. Kozak, a former Principal Deputy Legal
Adviser of the Department of State, joined State in 1971. He
has served as Assistant U.S. Negotiator for Panama Canal
Treaties, and has participated in Middle East peace
negotiations. In 1984 he led the U.S. delegation that
successfully negotiated an agreement with the Government of
Cuba which established normal migration procedures between the
two countries. He participated also in multilateral mediation
efforts during the Nicaraguan civil war of 1978-79 and
negotiated with the new Government of Nicaragua the ongoing
effort to establish comprehensive arrangements for peace in
Central America.

MAURITANIA

RECOMMENDATION:

Gordon S. Brown, FE-MC, as Ambassador to Mauritania

United States interests in Mauritania are essentially
humanitarian, with the additional concern of preventing
regional disputes from becoming broader military conflicts.
Mauritania is a desperately poor, largely desert country of
less than two million people which has been visited in
recent years with a series of political, military and natural
disasters. The American Ambassador must have experience
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working in developing countries. Strong French or Arabic is a
must, as English is rarely spoken. Given the rather harsh
climate and isolation, the Ambassador must also take a strong
interest in maintaining post morale.

Gordon S. Brown is currently serving as Political
Advisor /CENTCOM. A superior economist, Brown excels in
interpersonal and management skills. During a three-year
tour as Deputy Chief of Mission in Tunis from 1986-89, he
demonstrated energy, strong leadership in managing the
Embassy, and keen analysis in his reporting. He has had
extensive political and economic/commercial experience in the
Arab world.

SUBJECT: Continental Airlines Bankruptcy

I am writing to provide you with information regarding the
December 3 decision of Continental Airlines Holdings, Inc. to file
for protection under Chapter 11 of the Federal Bankruptcy Code.

As you may recall, last month I reported to you that increased jet
fuel prices were having a severe impact on the U.S. airline
industry. On December 3, largely due to additional costs imposed
by the price of jet fuel, Continental Airlines Holdings, Inc. and
its subsidiaries filed for protection under Chapter 11 in the U.S.
Bankruptcy Court for the District of Delaware. Continental’s
representatives have informed the Department that the company
expects to pay $1.1 billion for fuel this year, some $231 million
more than it would have paid had the Iragi invasion of Kuwait not
increased jet fuel prices by as much as 125 percent. Fuel now
accounts for approximately a quarter of the airline’s operating
expenses.

Under Chapter 11 the bankrupt’s management may, as a general
matter, continue to conduct the day-to-day business of the
company. The bankrupt is, however, required to file with the
bankruptcy court a reorganization plan, which must then be
approved by various classes of creditors. Filing a petition for
Chapter 11 status renders the company’s pre-petition liabilities
temporarily unenforceable. However, Continental sought, and the
bankruptcy court granted, permission to continue to pay employees,
medical claims, travel agents’ commissions, and certain other pre-
petition liabilities.

Continental currently operates approximately 1,400 departures

- carrying about 100,000 passengers daily. 1Its operations account
for approximately eight percent of the market for air travel in
this country. Continental serves 88 U.S. and 55 foreign
destinations, and maintains significant connecting hubs at Houston
Intercontinental (where it operates approximately 80 percent of
all departures), Denver, Newark, and Cleveland. It employs
approximately 37,000 people, including 4,000 pilots, 6,500 flight
attendants, 5,700 mechanics and related maintenance employees, and
10,100 reservations and airport agents. 1Its largest concentration
of employees is at Houston, where it has a work force of 14,000.



.

According to documents Continental has filed with the bankruptcy
court, the airline currently plans to maintain its current service
level and retain all of its employees at current salary and
benefit levels. The airline has also announced that its tickets
remain fully refundable to the extent that they were refundable
prior to the Chapter 11 filing. As of today, Continental’s
service does not appear to have been disrupted by the filing. So
far as we can tell, none of Continental’s 1,400 departures
yesterday was canceled as a result of the bankruptcy.

Continental also announced today that it has reached agreement to
sell its Seattle-Tokyo route to American Airlines for $150 million
sometime in the course of the next year. (Continental will
continue to operate the route until it consummates the sale.)
American has agreed to provide Continental with $140 million of
this amount as a loan prior to consummation of the sale as soon as
Continental receives the necessary approvals from the bankruptcy
court and the Departments of Transportation and Justice. The
Department of Transportation has already begun consultations with
Continental so as to process Continental’s application
expeditiously. Continental’s representatives have informed this
Department that it is exploring the sale of its catering
subsidiary, but that it does not intend to sell any other major
assets in order to emerge from bankruptcy protection.

You should be aware that the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation
(PBGC) will likely file a major claim against Continental in the
bankruptcy court. In September, Continental and the PBGC entered
into a settlement agreement under which Continental would have
assumed Eastern Air Lines’ unfunded pension liability; the
settlement was made contingent on Continental and the PBGC also
reaching agreement on an acceptable collateral package. The
parties did not reach agreement prior to Continental’s filing for
bankruptcy. Although we anticipate that the PBGC will file a
claim in bankruptcy court for approximately $69C million, PBGC has
advised my Department that it will continue to work with
Continental to reach agreement.

As I reported to you last month, I have met with the chief
executive officers of the Nation’s major airlines and other
representatives of the industry on several occasions since the
beginning of the crisis in the Persian Gulf. Because I believe
that other airlines may soon consider filing for bankruptcy, the
Department currently is evaluating a number of options for
governmental action suggested by the industry. I must tell you,
however, that, at least in the short term, there appears to be
little we can do to ameliorate the effects of higher fuel costs.
Of course, the Department is also monitoring the situation closely
to ensure that Continental’s Chapter 11 filing has no adverse
impact on the traveling public.

I will keep you informed of any additional developments on this
subject.
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I appreciate the President’s expression of confidence in his

decision to reappoint me Comptroller of the Currency.

This is an extremely difficult time for lenders, borrowers
and bank regulators. However, we can work through the current
problems if lenders assume their responsibility to make loans and
take reasonable risks, and regulators follow a responsive,
balanced approach that takes into account regulatory
responsibilities, current economic conditions, and the very
significant national interest not to unnecessarily depress credit

availability.

A strong financial system depends on both appropriate
regulation and a strong economy. And a strong economy depends on
a constructive, effective relationship between lenders and those
who seek capital for the operation of their businesses, or for

growth and expansion.

In short, I agree that now is a time for the application of
common sense, a time when neither lenders nor regulators should
overreact or be unresponsive.

This has beeh, and will continue to be, the message from
this office. A balanced approach by lenders and regulators can
maintain and nurture activity by our financial institutions that
is sound from the standpoint of both effective a regulation and a

healthy, growing economy.

SUBJECT: Floor/Ceiling to Stabilize 0i1 Prices

Dear Mr. President:

Crude 0i1 price swings of the magnitude experienced in the last five
years are needlessly damaging our economy. My purpose in writing is
to urge action to reduce this volatility through a balanced approach
-- one which will benefit both producer and consumer.

During the past five years investment in oil and gas exploration and
development has been constrained by fear that oil prices will crash
as they did in 1986. Drilling has been insufficient to maintain
production and imports have increased to cover this shortfall.
Imports are now approaching fifty percent -- a level which clearly
threatens our national security.

U. S. producers have the capability of stabilizing domestic produc-
tion and with stable prices and proper incentives increasing

reserves. U. S. liquid production (crude and natural gas liquids)

has decreased from 10.6 million barrels per day in 1985 to 8.7

million bpd. I believe with moderate wellhead prices that are stable,
the U. S. can maintain sufficiency in natural gas production and
stabilize 01l production. Production at these levels would keep
imports within reasonable limits.

0i1 price volatility damages not only our domestic petroleum industry
but other energy sectors as well. Crude oil is the benchmark energy
source -- the price of all alternatives are tied to oil and stability
for o1l would help all energy sources.

Mr. President, any price stabilization proposal has to be balanced.
I believe a system which features both a floor and a ceiling will be



equitable to all parties. Uncertainty would be eliminated for
investors and the man in the street would have assurance that the
gasoline for his car would be reasonably priced.

My proposal is simple: a floor at $20 per barrel (1990 dollars)
and a ceiling of $30 per barrel to the year 2000. A $20 floor

and $30 ceiling price provides symmetrical 1imits around a mean of
$25 -- a fair range for producer and consumer alike.

I urge that you put a stabilization program in place pursuant to
your authority to act when imports threaten national security under
the Trade Expansion Act of 1962 (19 U.S.C. Section 232(b), as
amended by 19 U.S.C. Section 1862(b) 1980)). This course of action
allows you to seize the initiative.

Alternatively, you should urge Congress to adopt legislation
specifying that oil prices shall not be less than the $20 per barrel
nor exceed $30. In my judgment, a carefully crafted package,
featuring a floor and ceiling simultaneously, would be accepted by
the nation.

I believe it is imperative that the volatility problem be addressed
and there will never be a better time than now. Both a floor and

a ceiling are needed. This is a National Security issue and the
problem with proper solution should be addressed in that context.
The current Mid-East situation provides you with a perfect
circumstance.

Salient Issues in U.S. Oil

The U.S. has suffered a significant decline in domestic oil production
capacity in recent years. The reasons lie not in the resource base, which can still
yield substantial reserves over the long term, but rather in the level of drilling
activity. Level of drilling, the essential determinant of volume of reserves
added and, hence, production, is related substantially to wellhead prices and
more specifically to expectation of price. Oil price volatility amplifies these
expectations, leading to inefficiencies when drilling increases rapidly and
inordinately low drilling when prices fall.

Oil Price Volatility
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Over this century, oil prices have followed three patterns: from the teens
through the early 1930’s, a period of high price volatility, followed by a nearly
40-year period of price stability, and over the past two decades, another period
of exceptionally high price volatility. The early volatility had severe impact on
producers. In fact, the corporate concentration attempted by the Standard
Oil Company was an effort to stabilize prices and production, although it
conflicted with antitrust statutes; the impact of early volatility on consumers
was lessened by the fact that U.S. consumption of oil and oil products was below
2.5 MMbbl/d. Variations in average annual prices averaged about 23 percent.
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The period of price stability from the middle 1930’s through the early 1970’s,
effected by market-demand prorationing policies of the Railroad Commission
of Texas and other State regulatory agencies, existed during a time in which
demand increased from about 2.5 to nearly 17 MMbbl/d. The effects of stability
during this period of rapid growth in consumption were substantial to both
producers and consumers. Except for a 3-year price-adjustment period
immediately after World War II, annual variation in average annual prices
was only 3 percent.

The most acute period of price volatility has existed since 1972, with the U.S
as the world’s largest consumer acquiescing in pricing policy to the OPEC.
Average annual variation, in average annual oil prices, has exceeded 25 percent
over a period when U.S. consumption has averaged about 17 MMbbl/d. Three
major price shocks over the period have contributed significantly to consumer
inflation and economic recession. Major collapses in prices have similarly
impacted domestic production and created economic chaos in the oil-producing
states of the Nation.

From this history, two central conclusions emerge: (1) high price volatility
is detrimental to both consumers and producers, and (2) price stability has
been achieved only when actively and effectively administered by government.

Net Imports and Energy Trade Deficits
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Net imports of crude oil and products exceeded 8 MMbbl/d in the late 1970’s.
With stabilization of domestic production and tempering of demand by high
prices, net imports were cut to about one-halfin the 1980’s. With the collapse of
oil prices in early 1986, domestic oil drilling and production fell, consumption
increased, and imports of 0il soared, approaching record highs of the late 1970’s.
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Paralleling the trend in overall imports is dependence on Arab OPEC imports.
These sources, which provided more than 15 percent of total U.S. consumption
inthelate 1970’s, contributed aslittle as 3 percent in 1985. Over the past 5 years,
substantial reliance on Arab OPEC sources has resumed as imports from these
sources have increased fivefold.

Following trends in net imports are trends in energy trade deficits. In 1979
and 1980, with both high import volumes and high unit prices, overall energy
trade deficits exceeded $70 billion. With lower imports and lower prices in the
middle 1980’s, this deficit was cut to less than half the earlier level but surged
during the late 1980’s and is expected to reach $60 billion in 1990.

The compromise of national security and the national economy arising
from increased reliance on foreign imports of oil follows directly from decreased
domestic production and increased consumption occasioned by relatively low
and unstable prices.

Domestic Crude Oil Production Trends
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Domestic production of crude oil in the U.S. peaked in 1970 at about
9.6 million barrels per day (MMbbl/d) and began to decline through the decade.
As North Slope Alaskan oil came on line in 1976, the decline was reversed, and
by 1985 production was back to nearly 9.0 MMbbl/d. Lower 48 production
declined through the 1970’s by almost 2 MMbbl/d, a decline of 25 percent.
Through the middle 1980’s, lower 48 production stabilized and increased slightly
with increased drilling activity. With the collapse of prices and drilling levels
beginning in 1986, lower 48 production fell by 1 MMbbl/d in 2 years. Since 1987,
decline has continued, but at a lesser rate. Anticipated decline in Alaskan
production began in 1989 and will proceed at an annual rate of 10 to 15 percent
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if economies do not allow development of already discovered North Slope fields
and if national policies preclude exploration and development of parts of the
Alaska Wildlife Reserve.

Future production decline of domestic oil will persist if rig counts remain
low because of anticipated instability in oil prices. However, at prices perceived
to be stable in the $20- to $30-per-barrel (real term) range, coupled with
advanced development and application of exploration and recovery research
and technology, a national policy of access, and targeted tax incentives (several
already enacted by the Congress), the U.S. could achieve long-term stable
production of about 7 MMbbl/d in the lower 48 and 1.0 MMbbl/d in Alaska. With
natural gas liquids, a domestic level of supply on the order of 9.0 MMbbl/d
is reachable. Prices to effect such production levels would also keep U.S.
consumption at or below the 17-MMbbl/d level, constraining future long-term
import levels to no more than those at present. With increased production of
other domestic energy sources, likewise achievable with stable, moderate oil
prices and with future energy conservation, the long-term import level would
be reduced to 5 MMbbl/d or less. Such is a future radically different from one
with a foreign import requirement of 10 to 15 MMbbl/d.

Rig Count and Wellhead Prices
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The average number of rotary rigs operating in the U.S. increased from
about 1,500 in the early 1970’s to nearly 4,000 in 1981. The count fell steadily
through 1986 and has stabilized at just under 1,000 for the past four years. The
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amount of drilling activity correlates rather closely with wellhead prices, or more
specifically, with expectation of price. Forinstance, from 1974 through 1978, the
number of active rigs increased by more than 50 percent while real oil prices fell
slightly; expectations were that domestic price controls would be lifted.

When oil prices increased in the early 1980’s, so did drilling; not only
were prices rising, but the expectation of higher prices was even greater.
However, as prices softened in the 1980’s, rig activity fell at an even faster rate.
When it appeared that prices might hold in 198384, the rig count held shortly.
Through the middle 1980’s rig count followed price expectation. Over the past
5 years, the rig count has held at low levels despite increases in prices over
the past 2 years. In fact, the rig count is about one-third lower than prices over
the past 5 years would warrant, owing to real and perceived instability in oil
prices. Even the recent doubling of oil prices in the latter half of 1990 has led to
little increase in longer-term drilling activity because expectations are that
prices will fall; principal response has been restricted to short-term activities
like well workovers.

The U.S. does not need a rig count of 4,000 or certainly does not need to
move to such level rapidly; the inefficiencies, as they were in the early 1980’s,
would be inordinate. Similarly, the U.S. cannot sustain production with a rig
count of 1,000. However, an efficient rig count of 1,500 to 2,000, quite achievable
with moderate wellhead prices that are stable and are perceived to be stable,
would provide the U.S. self-sufficiency in natural gas production and would
permit stabilization in oil production.

The Domestic Resource Base
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Despite the fact that the oil provinces of the U.S. have been extensively
drilled and despite the common perception that U.S. conventional oil resources
are nearly depleted, a wide range of resource analysts in recent years have
concluded that the U.S. still has a substantial remaining oil resource.

The Governor’s Energy Council (Texas) in reports chaired by John Bookout,
former chief executive officer of Shell, and Edwin Cox, past chairman of the
National Petroleum Council, estimated 117 billion barrels of oil (Bbo) accessible
at $25 per barrel, with 60 Bbo coming from improved recovery, 30 Bbo from new
discovery, and 27 Bbo from proven reserves. This volume is the equivalent of
domestic production of 6.5 MMbbl/d for 50 years. Other estimates recently
made are comparable. The National Research Council in a report on liquid
fuels availability estimated an accessible volume of 115 Bbo at $24 barrel.
The American Association of Petroleum Geologists estimates a recoverable
resource base of 129 Bbo at an assumed price of $25 per barrel. The U.S.
Department of Energy estimated 123 Bbo accessible at prices of $25 to $32 per
barrel. The only anomaly among recent estimates is that of the U.S. Department
of Interior. The DOI estimates a mean, economically discoverable volume of
35 Bbo, comparable to other estimates of discovery potential. However, their
statistically rigorous but outdated calculations of future improved recovery
are only 22 Bbo, about one-quarter of the average of the other estimates.

Although the volumes of remaining oil resources at moderate costs are
widely judged to be substantial—sufficient to yield stable production for
50 years—two critical conditions must be met: (1) the price of oil must be stable
and perceived to be so over an extended period, and (2) advanced research and
technology, especially in the improved recovery of oil, must be pursued and
applied aggressively. Unless actionis taken to meet these conditions, only about
half of the moderate-cost potential resource will be realized, U.S. production will
steadily decline, and foreign imports will continue to increase.

Current voter attitudes toward the economy will be on NBC News
tonight and in the Wall Street Journal tomorrow as a part of their
on-going national polling project. A clear majority (73%) of
voters think we currently are in a recession. However, they are
split as to the severity (45% say mild/39% say severe) and length

(45% less than 1 year,/42% more than 1 year) of the recession.

This perception of an e¢conomic recession also is modifying consumer
behavior. More than half (57%) say they have been cutting down on
purchases, while one-third say there has been little change in

their spending.

On October 30, 1990, 1, along with other Evangelical leaders, asked President
Bush to dismiss National Endowment for the Arts Chairman John Frohnmayer because of
his lack of sensitivity to the concerns of millions of Evangelicals who have been outraged
by certain NEA grants. Events since the meeting have further convinced me that Mr.
Frohnmayer's dismissal is in the President's interest, as well as ours.

It is clear from the enclosed articles that Mr. Frohamayer has little regard for our
concerns and that the NEA's hostility toward Evangelical Christians has not diminished.
The fact that the general counsel for the NEA would single-out leaders in the Evangelical
community as "enemies" is deplorable. Additionally, Ms. Davis' use of her position to
' help the defense in the Cincinnati Mapplethorpe trial is outrageous.

Furthermore, it's clear that Mr, Frohnmayer has no regard for the law. He states,
"There will not be a case where I will impose my own judgement [on a grant based on
decency concerns]. 1am not geing to be the decency czar here." Apparently, Mr.
Frohnmayer believes even the minimalist "decency" approach of Congress in dealing with
;he abuses of the NEA is unreasonable. Therefore, he has no intention of upholding the
aw,

Governor Sununu, the National Endowment for the Arts is out of control. I believe
that we have been more than patient and reasonable in this NEA debate. However, our
patience is at its end. As I continue to inform Southern Baptists of the abuses of the NEA

and its chairman, it will only further alienate a constituency which should be considered a
natural ally of the President.

Mr. Frohnmayer must resign in order to save the President of further problems.
Furthermore, I would like the President to consider the request of the Evangelical leaders at
the October 30, 1990 meeting and appoint individuals to the National Council on the Arts
who are sympathetic to our concerns.

We can't seem to keep this issue down. As you are aware,
there was an article in Saturday's Post and also in the Monday
Washington Times citing Frohnmeyer's comments on the decency
language in the NEA reauthorization.

The reauthorization was tough enough to explain to the
social issue conservatives, but Frohnmeyer's recent comments only
give rise to the critics demand that he should resign. The
announcment that he would not deny grants on the basis of
Congress' new "decency standard" for the NEA has caused an
outrage among several Members of Congress as well as conservative
activists. (Washington Times cites Cong. Regula)

The Christian Life Commission of the Southern Baptists
Convention and the National Association of Evangelicals have sent
letters on the matter. During the October 30 meeting with
evangelical leaders, Bob Dugan ask the President to get
Frohnmeyer to resign and this has been voiced by other leaders
too.

I know that this issue has been a very tough one for the
Administration, but the Chairman's comments do not help much at
this critical time.
