database, is a power user's personal
information manager. As such, the $295
program requires that you spend a good
deal of time learning how to use it. But the
payback for that investrent of time is great
because you can use askSam as a very so-
phisticated personal data-handling tool or
an application development system.
askSam is equally happy with struc-
tured and unstructured data, making it an
appropriate tool for handling corporate as
well as personal information. The program
affords you total control over the type and
form of data you enter as well as many
ways to search and report from that data.
While the program has neither the preset
categories and views of Lotus Agenda nor
the built-in outline format of Grand-
View—nor, for that matter, the detached
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context-sensitive help screens and a help
menu are at your disposal. The help fileisa
regular editable askSam file. The manual
includes nine tutorial lessons, a reference
section, and an index.

STORING DATA askSam stores infor-
mation in records and documents, both of
which can be kept in the same file. A re-
cord can be only 20 lines long, but a docu-
ment has no size limitation. A document
can also hold a number of records. You
don't need to worry about record or file

Thank you for your letter of November 22, 1988 concerning the acquisition of
the Nash Stream tract in New Hampshire. We welccme the opportunity to explain
our policy decisions and the manner in which we are fulfilling the mandate of
Public Law 100-466, the New Hampshire Forest Initiatives Act of 1988 (referred
to as the "Act").

As noted in your letter, $5.25 million was appropriated for the acquisition of
New Hampshire lands pursuant to the Act. At this time, the Forest Service has
acquired approximately 4,500 acres in fee title within and adjacent to the
existing boundaries of the White Mountain National Forest. The cost of that
initial acquisition was $1,175,000. The State of New Hampshire has acquired
fee title to the approximately 38,500 acres of the Nash Stream tract, and we
are currently negotiating with the State for the acquisition of a conservation
easement over that tract. By that easement, the Federal Government will
acquire interests in land, including development rights, at least equal to the
$3.95 million which we will pay the State. While final resolution of the
administration and management issues will await a study to be prepared in
accordance with section 4 of the Act, the current intent is to allow the Nash
Stream to be managed by the State for public use as a state forest or similar
designation.

The facts surrounding enactment of the Act and the appropriation are well
known. The efforts by The Nature Conservancy, the Society for the Protection
of New Hampshire Forests, and the State of New Hampshire to purchase the Nash
Stream tract and adjacent landholdings of Diamond International Corporation
were in danger of being preempted by Rancourt Associates. There was concern
that Rancourt would develop the property in a manner inconsistent with the
traditional uses of the forest for timber management and public recreation. At
the request of Senator Rudman, this Department provided options for federal
action to assure that the Diamond lands continued to be managed for traditional
multiple uses, including timber harvesting and public recreation.

Ll o
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The original legislative proposal was enacted by the Senate in July. Entitled
the "White Mountain National Forest Boundary Modification Act of 1988" (Cong.
Rec. July 13, 1988, S. 9459), the proposal would have expanded the National
Forest boundary to include the entire Nash Stream parcel. It would also have
required the Secretary of Agriculture to condemn the lands and incorporate them
into the National Forest System.

Subsequently, the House-Senate Conference Committee significantly modified the
earlier Senate version particularly with regard to the role of the Federal
Government, and those modifications were enacted into law. The final enactment
was entitled the "New England Forest Management Initiatives Act of 1988" and
differed from the earlier Senate proposal in several ways. For example, in the
final version of the Act, the primary federal role is to facilitate and
cooperate with the State and private entities in the acquisition of the Diamond
lands. Additionally, unlike the earlier Senate proposal, the Act expressly
provides for the acquisition of partial interests. Significantly, the
expansion of the National Forest boundary was deleted and a final decision on
future management was deferred pending a study.

We believe that the federal acquisition of fee title to the inholdings and a
conservation easement on the Nash Stream parcel is in accord with the spirit
and intent of the Act. Neither the Act nor its limited legislative history
indicate a preference for spending the appropriated sums entirely on fee
acquisition of lands to be incorporated within new segments of the National
Forests. If that were the legislative intent, the original Senate language
expanding the National Forest boundaries would have been retained, and
sufficient funds to acquire fee title would have been appropriated.

With respect to the Nash Stream parcel, we believe the approach that we are
taking best serves the public interest from the various perspectives of the
people of New Hampshire and the federal taxpayer. State and Departmental
officials agreed that the most important objective in this endeavor was to
assure that the Nash Stream parcel is permanently protected for public use
consistent with traditional multiple uses of the forest lands in New England.
Our approach is meeting that objective as well as other objectives of this
Administration. Namely, the Federal Government is taking on the role of a
facilitator of state initiatives for the protection and management of public
lands, and we are accomplishing that by minimizing federal expenditures.

You asked a valid and important question as to whether the federal taxpayers
are getting their money's worth by the Federal Government buying an easement
over state lands. We believe the federal taxpayers' interests are being well
served. The federal contribution is less than half the cost of the entire
acquisition but, because of it and the initiative of the State of New
Hampshire, thousands of acres of forest lands will be managed for public use
and enjoyment. While an easement is not always the most effective way to
achieve resource protection objectives, it is the best approach in this
situation. The easement acquired by the Federal Government over Nash Stream is
our guarantee that the congressionally mandated purposes of the Act will be
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achieved under state land management. With the current federal deficit, the
approach we are taking is the most responsible and cost effective.

As you are aware, Nash Stream is but the first of many New England corporate
land holdings which may be for sale in the near future. Concurrently with the
passage of the Act, Congress appropriated funds to study the public interests
in these corporate lands. The Forest Service is actively pursuing this study
in order to meet the one year completion date prescribed by the appropriation.
We are pleased at the intense interest and cooperation we are getting in that
study process from the states, landowners, and the general public.

We do not suggest that what we do at Nash Stream will be the precursor to the
federal response to the New England lands study. Be assured that all options
will be considered for possible federal, state and local responses to the
corporate land situation. The easement we are acquiring on state owned land at
Nash Stream represents one of many possible approaches.

Future acquisition and management of forest lands in New England will be based
on resource needs and objectives, and the administrative and financial
capabilities of the federal, state and local governments. We sincerely believe
that future acquisitions of public use lands in New England will have to be
based on cooperation between the various levels of government, and we have to
be willing to take innovative approaches to achieve the important public
purposes. While we know you disagree with our approach on the Nash Stream
acquisition, we hope you appreciate that we have proceeded with this intent and
spirit.

We are responding to Chairman Harold Volkmer with this same letter. If we can
answer any further questions, please let us know.

National forest designation would provide the best possible
management for the Nash Stream drainage.

Because the Forest Service already
has a presence in the area, it is far more efficient to use it
existing perscnnel, organization and expertise to manage the
drainage than to crzats a new organlzatlonal structure that is
untried and inexperienced. The mission cf national forssts and
all the laws governing their management would ensure that Nash
ream would receive the kind of multiple use management that the
publlc has indicatad it wants for the area. As a result, thers
is widespread public support in New Hampshires to expand the White
Mountain Naticnal Fcrest to include Nash Stream. Furthermore,
the laws requiring full public involvement in natiocnal forest
decision making would guarantee that New Hampshire citizens would
centinue to have a voice in Nash Str=am's management.

The State's propecsal for the Forest Service's appropriation would
prevent any of the Nash Str=am dralnage from beccming naticnal
forest. It requires the agency to give New Hampshire all of its
remaining $4 millicn appropriation in exchange for a useless
"conservation easement”. The easement's alleged purpcse is to
rastrict certain types of uses and development in Nash Stream.

Prevention of development and conservation of
resources were the rsasons the State bought the land in the first
place. For the federal government now to spend millions of
dellars for a "conservation easement" on state lands that pose no
threat is unprecedented, redundant and wasteful.

The States is att muthg to take decllars frcm the naticnal
taxnayer without giving that taxpayer anything of substance or
value in return. It plans to use these federal funds to pay of;,
its debt so it can establish some sort of stats forasst. This
scheme was developed behind closed doors without consulting any
of the Members of the House of Representatives who had supported
the appropriation. It is simply a grant to the State in
disguise. :

We urge you to abandon this flawed proposal and direct the Forest
Service to spend its appropriation in the only way that truly
conserves the land and gives American taxpayers their money's
worth. You should direct the Forest Service to purchase as much
of the Nash Stream tract as its money will buy. The State does
not have the financing to keep all these lands and the
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* Appropriations bill directs you to use condemnation authority to
. acguire them, if necessary.

The Forest Service and New Hampshirs
can coordinate the management of their respective lands in Nash
Stream under a joint management plan.

Our preopcsal for the expenditure cf this appropriation is
consistent with Congress' original objectives for these funds.

It will result in new national forest lands for New Hampshire and
the nation. It will give these lands quality multiple use
management with full public involvement in present and future
decisions and, equally as impeortant, it will treat American
taxpayers fairly. This is their mcney and they deserve to get a
fair return on their investment.

The purpose of this letter is to urge the most serious, early
consideration of the recommendations of the Carnegie Commission on
Science, Technology, and Government recently sent you. (A print of
the Summary is attached).

I believe it extremely important that the proposed new Assis-
tant to the President for science and technology be chosen as soon
as possible, so as to commence immediately the relating of science
and technology factors to the handling of major issues facing the
new administration. These issues are usually (and correctly) seen
as political, social, and economic. But the various facets inter-
sect, and technology advance is plunk in the middle of the inter-
sections -- sometimes exacerbating the problems, more often pointing
the way to solutions, and frequently offering new opportunities
which if grasped can lead to greater productivity, economic growth,
new jobs, higher living standards, increased global competitiveness,
and more cost-effective national security.

It would be particularly advantageous if the new post were de-
signated as of Cabinet level. Then a thoroughly distinguished, mul-
tiple-career, scientist-engineer-executive could be attracted to the
post. It would be even better if the present Office of Science and
Technology Policy were retained, with its director reporting to the
new Cabinet appointee. The latter would then be exempt from Con-
gressional confirmation and summons, and only the director of the
OSTP would be subject to such calls and interrogations. This would
enable the Assistant to provide confidential, objective advice to
the President.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. The Carnegie Commission on Science, Technology, and Government was
established in April, 1988 to assess the process by which the government
incorporates scientific and technical knowledge into policy and decisionmaking.
The Commission is made up of individuals with broad experience in government
and in science and technology.

2. Science and technology, effectively mobilized, can help the President achieve
his Administration’s goals. That mobilization can best be accomplished by
bringing science and technology (S&T) into the highest levels of government.
The Commission has therefore focused its attention first on how S&T knowledge
and advice can help the President deal with S&T related matters in the transition

. period and beyond.

3. Some of the issues involving S&T that will come up include: national security
(new weapons, arms control, SDI), health (health costs, AIDS, drugs), large S&T
projects (the superconducting supercollider, the High Speed Civil Transport), the
environment (acid rain, ozone depletion and greenhouse effect), economic
competitiveness, energy and nuclear materials, and the S&T enterprise (science
education, academic research and the defense technology base). Other issues are
certain to emerge.

4. The President will need the help of a senior staff assistant to respond to his
needs by providing independent counsel in matters involving S&T -- for advice,
for assistance in policy formulation, budget preparations, policy and program
implementation, responding to emergencies, and for early warning of major S&T
developments.

5. The Commission recommends that the President upgrade the existing position
of Science Adviser to an Assistant to the President for Science and Technology.
The appointment should be made early in the post-election period so that the
Assistant can participate on the transition team and handle S&T questions relating
to policy directions, budgetary choices, the organization of the Executive Office
staff, and the identification and review of candidates for major Presidential
appointments to S&T posts in the Executive Branch. The Assistant should
propose S&T qualified individuals to serve on Presidential task forces dealing with
policies and programs and should organize ad hoc expert groups on selected S&T
issues when requested.

6. The Assistant should have a strong and formal relationship with the National
Security Council, the Domestic Policy Council, the Economic Policy Council, and
the Office of Management and Budget.

7. The Assistant would also be Director of the statutory Office of Science and
Technology Policy (OSTP) within the Executive Office of the President. The

OSTP should be strengthened. The four Presidential appointments to the positions
of Associate Director of the OSTP should be made, and the OSTP staff will need
to be increased. The Associate Directors should have policy functions as well as
diversified expertise. They should be closely coupled with other parts of the
Executive Office, including the NSC, through joint arrangements. The OSTP
should have the resources to commission outside analytical studies.

8. The President and his Assistant must have the ability to call on the national
S&T community for help and to have the collective judgments of broad-gauged
experts drawn from different facets of S&T. The Commission recommends that
the President appoint an outside group of highly qualified and respected science
and technology advisors to report to him through its chairman, the Assistant for
Science and Technology. The members should be willing to devote a substantial
portion of their time to its work.

9. The Commission stands ready to help the President and his Assistant for
Science and Technology during and following the transition period.

We need vigorous enforcement of our anti-trust laws
to ensur2 rfair play, but wher. we consider the range of
competition, we must take into account that the marketplace has
expanded enormously and that American business is in a race with
foreign competitors. A Bush Administration will conduct a
thorough review of anti-competitive laws and regulations and work
with Conjress to rewrite ther: as need be to give ourselves a
level playing field -- while still protecting the American
consumer.

Pernaps most important c¢f all, a Bush Administration will
seek to cut the Capital Gains tax from 28 to 15 percent.

Dear John:

I enclose a recent article from the New Republic concerning
your now famous stand on the U N Zionism resolution. I also noted
in the New York Times (Sunday Dec. 18th) that the 1liberal
establishment still regards you as a threat, because you are
conservative, therefore contentious, etc. Being in the public eye,
scrutinized for every word you utter, makes you subject to
instantaneous and sometimes vicious attack. It must be difficult,
but knowing you, you will adhere to your God-given conscience and
maintain your standards; whatever public media pressure demands.

As you are well aware the stock market is in a very laconic
state with public apathy pervasive. Fixed income, especially of
shorter maturities, is the current appetite of the majority of
investors; this has a depressing effect on equities. My ability
to predict the direction of the stock market is poor, however, I
am not one of those investment managers who say that the government
has an obligation to provide for a rising stock market. I offer
the following observations:

The economy appears to be in excellent shape; high
employment and a relatively low inflation level. The
relationship between the U. S. dollar and interest rates
is obviously very critical. The perception or the
willingness of foreigners to own dollars can determine
our interest rate policy, which in effect means we are
not in control of our own destiny. If the Bush
administration can demonstrate real movement toward
deficit reduction, and the Congress is cooperative and
deals substantively, we will be in good shape. If not,
(this is the big worry) the assault on the dollar will
be relentless, our options on interest rates will be
limited and higher rates will result in predictable
economic consequences.
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My second observation is concerned with the opportunities
which will be presented with the numerous Congressional
investigations of takeovers, LBO's and new leveraging
techniques. There will be calls to 1limit interest
deductions and in effect interfere with the mechanism of
the free market. This could be the opportunity to
initiate the elimination of double taxation on dividends.
This would stimulate more savings and reward companies
who are paying out more in dividends, by being able to
deduct same in taxes and put some cap on the increase of
debt or leverage which is currently deductible. Double
taxation is a concept whose time should pass.

I am very impressed with the Cabinet appointments. I hope
that the Secretary of Health (Sullivan) will not only adhere to,
but initiate an anti-abortion stand.

In the area of education Central State
University (CSU), an African-American
institution in Wilberforce, Ohio has be-
gun centering many of its activities a-
round some of the objectives of the
WACC-Senegal agreement, including:

- creating academic and athletic schol-
arships for Senegalese students, begin-
ning last fall;

- establishing a water resources man-
agement program;

- honoring Senegal President Abdou
Diouf with an honorary degree during
CSU's Centennial convocation (see story
on page 5).

Additionally, as a result of CSU's
association with WACC, the State of
Ohio has also increased its interest in de-
veloping trade relations with Senegal and
many other African countries. Dr. Arthur
Thomas, president of CSU, has associated
many of the university's present and fu-
ture projects with WACC.

Background of WACC-Senegal

UN Enters New Year with
Financial Crisis Unresolved

The United Nations, which faced its
worst ever financial crisis in 1987, con-
tinues the year with the problem still
unresolved.

UN Secretary-General Javier Perez de
Cuellar warned in a report that even if all
1988 assessments by member States were
paid in full "cash depletion cannot be
avoided unless these assessments, or sub-
stantial arrears, are also paid early...."

Nearly $300 million (36.9%) of as-
sessed contributions of member States for
1987 remained unpaid. The United States,
the largest contributor at 25%, paid $90
million in early December - in addition to
$10 million earlier - to reduce its arrears
of $342.8 million.

Secretary-General Cuellar said that
the world body should enjoy financial
stability for it "to serve effectively the
social, economic and political needs of
the world of today and of the next

century."

World Food Program Ships
Record Food Aid

The World Food Program(WFP), a
United Nations agency, has shipped far
more food aid for development assistance
and emergencies to developing countries
than ever before in its history.

A report to the WFP Governing
Council by executive director James
Ingram said the WFP shipped a record 2.2
million tons of food in 1986. It com-
mitted $629 million for development pro-
jects and $179 million for emergency as-
sistance, making the WFP the largest pro-
vider of assistance in the UN's system out-
side the World Bank Group. Contribu-
tions to the WFP are voluntary.

According to the report, with the im-
provement in the African food situation,
the WFP expanded its long term efforts
aimed at agricultural rehabilitation, envi-
ronmental protection and rural devel-
opment.

The report said there was less need in
1986 for emergency food shipments but
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because of drought conditions, food short-
ages due to war and civil strife continued.
WEP provided a total of 551,000 tons of
emergency food.

The report said WFP would continue
to concentrate on key areas where project
food aid could have the most direct impact
on food and agricultural problems.

It said projects would focus on work
programs for soil erosion control, affores-
tation, small irrigation works, the im-
provement of rural transportation and agri-
cultural research.

U.N. Convention on Sale of
Goods Now in Effect

The United Nations Convention on
Contracts for International Sale of Goods
is now in effect.

The Convention establishes uniform
legal rules to govern the formation of in-
ternational sales contracts and rights and
obligations of buyer and seller. As its ob-
jectives are to provide a new measure of
certainty concerning the law governing in-
ternational commercial sales, the Conven-
tion is expected to facilitate the negotia-
tion of international sales contracts and
resolution of disputes arising over them.

Consequently, the Convention would
facilitate international trade by removing
impediments that different national sub-
stantive laws and rules governing choice
of applicable law often places in the path
of international sales transactions, accord-
ing to Business America, a U.S. Com-
merce Department publication.

The Convention consists of 101 arti-
cles and is divided into four parts. Part
One, dealing with the "Sphere of Applica-
tion and General Provisions" (Articles 1-
13), states that the Convention applies to
contracts for the commercial sale of goods
between parties located in different coun-
tries which have adopted the Convention,
provided the contract has been left silent
as to applicable law.

Part Two of the Convention covering
"Formation of the Contract" (Articles 14-
24) applies to issues of offer and accep-
tance, while Part Three "Sales of Goods"
(Articles 25-88) covers delivery of goods
and documents, conformity of the goods
and third party claims, payment of the
price, passing of risk and damages.

The final provisions of the Con-
vention found in Part Four (Articles 89-
101) deal with the treaty itself - technical
aspects of becoming a party to the Con-

vention and of making reservations to the
Convention.

The Convention does not apply to the
sale of certain types of goods, such as
sales of personal, family or household
goods; stocks and other securities; and
ships and aircraft. Consumer sales and
sales where services form the major part
of the obligation are also excluded.

Slower World Trade Growth
Predicted by UNCTAD

Developing countries will suffer a wor-
sening trade balance in 1987 mainly due
to lower commodity prices, a report by
the United Nations Conference on Trade

and Development (UNCTAD) has warned.

The report said the worsening will be
largely due to the decline in most com-
modity prices, adding that "in real terms,
commodity prices have sunk to the levels
prevailing in the Great Depression."

The report also predicted that devel-
oping countries' current account perfor-
mance would vary from region to region,
deteriorating in Latin America and south
Asia but improving slightly in Africa and
east Africa.

Guinea Ambassador
Leaves U.S.

His Excellency Tolo Beavogui,
the scholarly Ambassador of the
Republic of Guinea, has been
reassigned to East Germany.
Ambassador Beavogui, who had
served in the United States since
1985, is a respected African
diplomat and ardent supporter

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Economic Reforms
in Senegal Boost

U.S. Business
By EUGENE FORSON

Economic reforms put in place by
the Senegalese Government some two
years ago are yielding dividends, opening
up opportunities for U.S. businesses.

Key elements in the government's re-
form program include less state control
and protection and more free enterprise.
Agricultural producer prices have been in-
creased, the parastatal sector is being re-
formed, tariffs on industrial products are
being reduced while rice trading is now
open to the private sector.

Other reforms under way include a
three-stage downward revision and harmo-
nization of the customs tariff and a revi-
sion of the general tax code. There is
also provision for the accelerated depre-
ciation for new investment and reduced
taxes on interest income.

A new investment code being pub-
lished soon is said to stress small and me-
dium-sized enterprises, export industries
and industrialization of some towns out-
side the capital, Dakar. The present in-
vestment code provides for unrestricted re-
patriation of profits. Under the regu-
lation, the Ministry of Finance authorizes
conversion of investment returns imme-
diately once a properly submitted dossier
is presented.

A U.S. Commerce Department of-
ficial explaining the procedure further said
a firm should submit its request for repa-
triation through its bank with supporting
documentation (accounting statement,
proof of payment of local taxes, etc.).
The bank would then send the papers to
the Office of Money and Credit, Ministry
of Finance, where the request would be
processed and conversion granted.

The process reportedly takes three
days. Once approval is granted, the file
would be sent back to the firm's bank
where the transfer would be made, the
official said.

One result of the reforms, being
undertaken with the help of the
International Monetary Fund and World
Bank, should be an increase in U.S. sales
to Senegal, according to the Commerce
Department official. Goods in great de-
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mand include telecommunications and
electric power equipment resulting from
rehabilitation projects being undertaken in
the country with World Bank loans.

Other goods with considerable sales
potential are digital computers, organic
and inorganic chemicals, materials hand-
ling equipment and food processing ma-
chinery. Tourism is also a promising sec-
tor of the economy.

The Senegalese Government estab-
lished a free trade zone (DiFTZ) in 1974
to promote foreign investment and create
jobs. Among the conditions for opera-
ting in the zone is a requirement that the
new enterprise should provide jobs.

One of the big-
gest cons is the claim that every
graduate or that a majority of gradu-
ates have been placed by the school.

‘No institution” of any merit ever

claims to place all or most of its
graduates; that is not possible. =7
" Last of all, the student can®ask
himself: Can I get as good an educa-
tion or better at a local community
college for only a small fee? Often,
the student, by spending some extra
time at a local public college, gets
the same training for almost no ex-
pense incurred.

But ‘the last consideration is that

the student must remember that any

school that promises miracles in
training or jobs is lying to you. The
only miracle we can ever expect is
the miracle of hard work over a long
period of time which has its ultimate
reward in hard-won success. The
con-man will pot tell you that. But
