- The President's selection of you to be Director
of the Central Intelligence Agency is a tactical error
for the Administration and a strategic error for Vou.

First, under the current circumstances, President
Ford has put you into one of the two posts in which your
past chairmanship of a political party would be a lia-
bility. The other organization would be the Internal
Revenue Service. This is meant of course as no adverse
reflection on you and certainly not as an approval of
Senator's Church's sentiments, but rather it is merely
an appraisal of the practical political considerations.

Secondly, even distinguished service in the CIA
seems to be a uniquely unsuitable background for further-
ance of your career. In referring to your career, I do
not mean bare ambition, but I fear a tour of duty in the
intelligence establishment will destroy your usefulness
to a party and a country that sorely need your ability.

The role of the Agency is such that you cannot
take credit for what is done well and that you may bear
the blame for mistakes not of your making; Mr. Colby is
hardly the culprit in the CIA's woes today, nor was Mr.
Dulles responsible for the Bay of Pigs.

Your selection seems to indicate that you have the
confidence of both President Ford and Secretary Kissinger,
I assume they expect your ability and honor to be readily
perceived by everyone; unfortunately, however, they over-
estimate the perception of the opposition, or they over-
estimate the intellectual and political honesty of the
opposition.

If at this juncture it is impossible for you to
decline, then there is cne approach that may minimize the
negative consequences. It is legitimate political policy
to have a partisan administration member restructure an
agency; therefore, during the confirmation hearings you
could announce your intention to serve a limited time (six
to nine months) solely for the purposes of implementing a
reorganization of the agency to restore its integrity and
effectiveness and of selecting several people for recommen-
dation to the President as the director to succeed you.
This approach to the job would necessarily have to be
acknowledged publicly.

George, you have suffered from President Nixon's
trading on your integrity in the tragic closing months of
his presidency. Your response to the call of duty then
was of immense help to the party. This new task will con-
sume you politically with no concomitant benefit for the
government; the folly is clear, the call of duty is not.

Having feltlcohpel}éd to say that, all that re-
mains is. for me to reiterate, needlessly I hope, that you
have my continued support whatever your decision,

Thank you for your letter of January 12, 1976. My absence from
Denver has delayed this reply.

Dear Mr. Ambassador:

My sincere.congratulations on your final confirmation for your
position., I expressed in my prior letter the importance of the CIA in pro-
tecting this country and my condemnation of those within who have affected
in a negative manner the image of this most important agency. I wonder
if you are not faced with the same problem you had ¢f holding together the
National Committee and which you succeeded in accomplishing by your .
trips around the country exhibiting the depth of your personality. If anyone
can restore the image of the CIA and have the people understand its extreme
value to the future of this country, it is you. If you plan such a trip around
the USA for this purpose and Denver is included, I will be pleased to assist
with any local arrangements, such as a speech before a local service club,
or the International Institute of Education, or the Foreign Service Founda-
tion of Denver University with full exposure by our largest regional newspaper,
"The Denver Post", with the TV media falling into line. This is not meant
to intrude in your own way of handling such a.mission. I had a close asso-
ciation with the European head of your Agency at the Embassy in London
and found him terrifically competent and sincerely dedicated in carrymg
out his mission.

Just a word in regard to my letter of November 24, 1975. This re-
sulted from the recommendations of the Deputy Chiefs of Mission with
whom I was associated at the Embassies in Dublin and London, particularly
the latter, the Hon. Earle D. Sohm, who was Minister and actually the
Ambassador in London during my nearly two months there, due to the absence
of Ambassador Annenberg with whom I had a one day visit just before his
leaving for this country. My letter to you was a 1000 to 1 shot on my part,
predicated only on the slight possibility the President might wish to appoint
someone removed from the political arena of Washington and shift to the
Mountain West and, in my instance, the only excuse would be due to my

'
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prior experience at the Embassy. You may be assured there was a great
deal of hesitation on my part before forwarding the letter. You were my
only means of contact with the White House under the present regime.

I think the President's appointment to the United Kingdom was
excellent, and I am pleased that Rosemary Ginn is to be Ambassadress
to Luxembourg. I have worked with Rosemary on UNESCO affairs. (I had
been Chairman of the U. 8. Delegation to UNESCO in 1970 in Paris.) She
-is a most competent individual, and her long service in politics in Missouri
make this honor well deserved.

Again, it was most thoughtful of you to write--I cannot fully ex-
press my appreciation. I, too, hope our paths will cross in this most
important year of 1976.
