The slowness of this letter doesn't reflect my delight at
hearing from you, or how much I enjoyed your first impressions
of & dramatic new assignment.

potential joy we could spread by giving them a franchigse in the
National Football League.

Also, inasmuch as the '50s were the glory years of your own
handsome youth, I figure the book should have sentimental value.
Other than that, I just wanted you %o have a copy. There are no
answers in the book, but there are no questions, either, and I
thought that might be a nice change of pace from so much of
today's reading..

Pete seems to be surviving nicely in his new pgsition, and T
find it pleasant to be able to stay in touch with you through

him, T will welcome the time when it is possible to see you
more directly and more often., My hope is that such a time
will coincide with your return ‘to political office, which I —-
among many people far more expert at such things —— believe to
be your destiny.

I doubt, have slways doubted, that you can be aware how many
friends you have who think of you often, wish you well, remain
your fervent admirers and puzzle over the curious dips and

turns of political fate which in recent years sent your career
in other -- though no less useful or distinguished -- directions.

Enough of that, as I am sure such sentiments can only
embarrass you. I am now going to throw out an idea that may
be impolite, unpolitic or indiscreet, if not all three. BRBut
here goes.

Reading your letter, which I have kept on my desk all these
weeks and looked at several times, an idea kept buzzing through
my brain. Would you consider letting me do a book with you on
your experiences as the American minister to Peking?

First, the project would not need to begin until such time as
your assignment is completed and you feel free to do so. But
of necessity, a contact with a publisher of the highest
reputation should be made well in advance.

It need not be, perhaps shouldn't be, basically a political
book., Rather 1t should tell the human story of, literally, an
American diplomat in Peking. His reactions to the people, the
life, the culture -~ and the government. How you and your
famiiy lived, coped with the deily problems. The funny things
as well as the tensions and crises.

You, @nd Barbara, are superbly equipped, I think, to put down
your observations. I kmow from your letters of the past, and

our all too brief conversations, that you have the eye and the
ear for the kind of character exposure that would make delightful
reading.

Also, maybe more important from my selfish viewpoint than yours,.

it would be a unique contribution to the literature of American—

Chinese relations. I single out my own selfish interest, because
I am consciously looking for a book, or books, outside of sports

that have historical importance, that would be a piece of what

is happening in our time and our world.

If for any reason you would feel uneasy about the commercial
aspects of authoring a book about time spent in your ccuntry's
service, a portion of the royalties could be assigned to a
foundation or charity. I would not object to msking a
comparable gesture with my share of such royalties, to the
extent of donating a reasonable amount to charity. My
inability to do more stems not from any moral reluctance, but
from the fact that my future is far from financially secure and
I an providing for three teen-aged children, and a recent
addition.

My wife and I are adopting a three-yesar old boy of racially
mixed parentage. His name is Christvopher, he was born Christmas
day, and the reasons for this step are too complex to sort out
now and are as much for our enrichment as his.

George, 1 have gone on too long already and may have already
caused you a disservice by puttlng forth this suggestion by
mail. If so, I offer my most sincere and abject apology. I
have no way of knowing about the privacy of your mail, but if
you have any interest at all in the matter, and the liberty to
discuss it —— by letter or through Pete —— I would just be

the most receptive constituent you have ever known.

If not, no harm done, and I will simply mark it as another
great 1dea to be kept on the back burner. (But just in case,
would it be untoward if I suggested that one or all members of
the Bush family might keep a diary, at least of the light,
innocent, day-to-day things.)

I, too, hope our paths cross soon. I sense a better, more
optwmlstlc mood spreading here across the country, a feeling

of coming out of the "erisis alert." Hope all the months shead
are great and exciting ones for you and your family. Iet me

- know if I can tend to anything for you here, such as mow your

yard.

You examine the problems of the U.S. Postal
service, which loses money on every piece of mail it
handles, and you reach one conclusion. The only way

to save the Post Qffice is for people to quit answer-
ing thelr maii.

We could make it work by appealing to the patriotism of the American
people. When one realizes the money he saves the government by not an-
swering his mail, he or she will soon feel as patriotic as a line sergeant
at Valley Forge. - -

The reason many people answer letters, and do it promptly, is that
they are obsessed with a terrible disease known as the clean desk syndrome
The only logical way to get through Tife is to let your desk -- if you mus
have one -- be your friend, not your enemy. Don't fight your desk. It is
constructed to have things on top of it. That's why it is so long and wid
If a desk were meant to be bare, {t would be no larger than a bread box.

I speak from experience, as one whose desk always Jooks as though
it had been the scene of a kidnapping, and the police take one look and-
say, they put up a great struggle.

The fact is that the only time incoming mail should be really cleared

.off is when roaches have begun to breed there, holding orgies between the
various papers on your desk. Otherwise, mail should be handled in the

proper way. Two or three times a year it should be vaguely shuffled, cut
and re-dealt. from one side of your desk to the other. The things that
absolutely MUST be answered should be placed neatly on top of the pile.
This will give you the feeling of having actually answered the letter.

It ijs a fact that most letters come from strangers or businesses or
magazine.subscription departments. The great thing about close friends
is that they don't expect you to answer their letters, One reason is
that they seldom write you in the first place.

But one of the most dangercus things a person can do is answer a
Tetter promptly. People who do this, who answer the mail the minute it
hits their desk, have some kind of deep-rooted problem. They are usually
some kind of a closet yo-yo.

Poised Tike hawks, they swoop down on a letter, grip it.in. their
talons and start disctating or writing a reply.

Actually, the only kind of mail worth answering consists of letters
that pass the test of time...the ones you can't bring yourself to discard
over the months and years. They become frayed and soiled from repeated
shuffling, and you can no longer remember but what you might actually have
answered jt.

This requires a tricky opening sentence, to avoid soun&ing like a
nitwit who answers letters twice. The idea is to suggest that if you did
answe; it was lost in the mails, or during an attack of the sendee’s
amnesia.

This golden sentence shouid say something 1ike, “"Re-reading your
great letter today; from October of '72, I got a iot of enjoyment out
of 1t all over again! And just wanted to say,..etc. etc."

0f course, that will make a friend of this person immediately, and’

in a few days you will receive another letter, which you will be tempted
to answer, If you wait long enough, the temptation will pass.

He, and I, want you to
know that there would be strong interest among the better
publishing firms, whenever you felt your circumstances would
allow you to entertain -the idea. Bill is certain it would be
an important book: basically, about your careers at the UN,
as head of the party, and in China.

Two, he would 1like me to encourage you, to encourage Barbara,
to think about writing a book, now, about the Bush family's
Peking experience., It could, as I indicated before, be as
nearly non-political as possible,. focusing on the life, the
culture, the people, the human elements involved in being the

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wife of the minister to a country where no American had been
welcome for more than 20 years. It would be interesting, for
example, to have her comment on whether the friendliness and
the hospitality you were accorded varied with the developments
in Viet Nam and Cambodia.

There are three advantages to having Barbara author a book:
1) It would in no way prohibit you from doing one later,
covering the broader sweep of events; 2) there is ample
precedent for a member of a government officiall's family
appearing in print (ILynda Bird Johnson, Julie Eisenhower,

now Susan Ford); 3) the best advantage of all: it could begin
now, while the experience is happening.

Keep in mind that from the time a contract is signed, the
earliest a book can reach the public is generally 18 months.
Figure a year for research and writing, a gpinimum of six
months for printing and distribution.

If Bar has any interest, or is at least open-minded about
such a project, would you ask her to drop me a letter, as
informal as she wants to make it, just rambling about
whatever she thinks she might 1ike to include: say, a guick
impression of the people, the living conditions, how the
diplomatic corps operates there, and any anecdotal samples
she c¢an recall abouft the funny things that require an
adjustment.

IF it turns out that she would want to go ahead with it, I
would ask Bill Adler to submit a contract (with one of the
major publishers) for her approval. Then -- I'm assuming
my role in all this, as a ghost writer or collaborator, is
understood -- Barbara-and I could begin exchanging letters.
Maybe I would suggest an outline of a chapter, and include
some questions. She could simply follow that, or from time
to time write me her thoughts in a letter, or diary, or even
on ‘tape, covering whatever has hapovened or any facet of the
life that strikes her.

When her schedule allows, whatever information she would
prefer to talk about directly, could be done on her trips
home. Also, if it could be arranged, at some point near the
end of our development of the material for the book, I would
like to make a trip to Peking myself -~ as I say, if it is
at all feasible =~ to interview her in that setting, and
color in a few strokes from my own impressions..

A%t this point, I couldn't guess what kind of advance money a
publisher would offer. But it wouldn't take Adler long to
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find out. Beyond that, we would work out a 50-50 split, that
is, 50 per cent of all royalties for the author (Barbara) and
50 per cent for me (the writer.)

S0 much for business talk. There is no doubt in my mind

that it would be an exciting book and fun to do. I hope

she will consider it.

The news in Texas, as in less attractive places, has been
taken up with the trial, and acquittal, of Gov. Connally.

T have yet to find anyone, friend or critic, who wasn't
pleased at the verdict. It seemed to show that it is possible,
if difficult, to get a fair trial in Washington. And mos%
people felt that, on the evidence, it should never have gone
to trial. It was a scarring experience, I'm sure, but he came
out of 1t well, handled himself with great class.

Everywhere there is great sadness over the events in Southeast
Asia. 1I'm sure they have made your job more sensitive and
more crucial. And hectic.

I'm in Los Angeles this week working on a book with your old
podner, Gene Autrey. It's called, naturally, "Back in the
Saddle Again." 1I'm enjoying it, all those childhood memories
surfacing. He's Americana, and his auto-biography spans the
last traces of the old west, and an era we'll never see again.
I think it will be a fine book,

George, I1'11l steop here, except to thank you for wading through
this and letting me impose on your (and Barbara's) good natures.
Incidentally, I started this letter on the plane, but the hostess
told me my typing was disturbing the other passengers., I
started to tell her it was a confidential, top secret message

to Our Man in Peking, and to hell with the other passengers.

But I hate scenes, so I stopped.

Would you like me to send caPbons of these letters to Pete
Roussel? T wouldn't mind. I trust hisg judgment, and his
loyalty to you, and would welcome any thoughts or suggestions
he might have for Barbara. In the meantime, please let me
know if T can do anything for you here, that might not be
convenient for your family or other friends to do, (I don't
know what that could be, unless you'd like me to send you the
point spread on next season's games., But please know I'm at
your service.)

Please pardon my long delay in getting a reply
to your cable. It came in and then Barbara and I
immediately went on a trip to North China - a
fascinating experience.

Now about the visit: Cook Tours has worked out
some kind of deal, I am told, for trawvel in the PRC
next year. I believe the tour is being put together
in England but I expect their New York office would
have the details. This would be the second best way
to see China,

The best way would be to get a visa for travel
from China Travel Service. They can be contacted as
follows: China International Travel Service, Peking,
People's Republic of China. If they grant a visa then
the kind of travel you want to do can be accomplished
in a much more personal way.

We have found on this end that there is little
we can do to facilitate w¥sas for travel in this
country. _ i

We have had visitors come here and stay with us
in Peking and China has been willing to expedite visas
of this nature. Regrettably, this fall is unbelievably
jammed up with guests coming our way. In addition, as
you know, the President has stated his intention of
coming to China at the end of this year, and that will
keep things congested. cut here. I would like to sug-
gest that you simply tuck in with us and see Peking
only, but our very modest accommodations are. overflowing.

The Chinese
have not been issuing visas for the purposes outlined in your
letter but perhaps they will view your case differently.

A lonely two-man team
with one bulky camera
has accomplished an incre-
dible journalistic eoup in
the filming of "Russia,” a
kaleidoscopic documenta-
Ty of the many faces of the
Soviet Union, heing shown
for the first time in Les
Angeles at the Doheny
Plaza.

It is incredible not only
because it is a beautifully
executed display of came-
ra work under the most
difficult conditions but
also because it was made
at all. Never before has a
western cameraman,
professional or amateur,
been permitted to expose
to film the sights, sounds
and (in the mind's nose)
smells of that complex,
multiracial, multinational
society that makes up the
vast Soviet empire.

The result is without
question the most frank
and open visual view ever
seen in the West of how
the subjects of that efnpire
work, play and live.

Rural Backwardness

The film is remarkable
because it shows the incre-
dible backwardness that
still exists everywhere in
the rural expanses, the
drabness 'and squalor of
the cities' marketplaces as
well as the historic splen-
dors. It shows us a large
cameo of Soviet life that
1o censor or KGB ofricial

.has ever permitter 1o pass
to the outside world be-
fore.

Theodore Holcomb, the
American director, produ-
cer and editor of "Russia,”
has used an unusual tech-
nique to display the fan-
tastic wealth of material
he gathered in his six-
month journey across the
Soviet TUnion with his
Freneh cameramen,
George Elliautou. He has,
in the first place, let the
color photography do most
of the talking.

1,000-Mile Jumps

The commentary, writ-
ten by New York Times
editor Harrison E. Salis-
bury, is bare-bones sparse.

And the film is cut and
put together in such a way
that we find ourselves
jumping thousands of
miles from one place to an-
other — from the hand-
some old streets of the Li-
thuanian capital of Vilnus
on the Baltic to Tashkent
in Soviet Asia—without
warning, This is some-
times disconcerting bt it
creates an impressionistic
effect that takes the film
out of the ordinary trave-
log category.

In fact, it is hard to de-
scribe the film as a real
travelog although it takes

us on Holeomb's 17,000-

mile journey from Lenin-
grad, Peter the Great's
window to the West,
across Siberia to the sto-
ried lands of Tamerlane,
from Irkutsk in the Far
Kast to primitive moun-
tain {arms and vineyards
in Armenia and Georgia.

The camera takes its
loge-bound travelers along
incredible muddy ox-catt
tracks of a log cabin vil-
lage. shows them -the sod
hut of a Georgian peasant,
treats them to a lovely
scene of a Georgian lad sit-
ting alone atop a mountain
playing his strange, two-
stringed lute.

Russians sing off key in.

the dark confines of a see-
ond-class coach on the
Trans-Siberian railroad—
en route to their dreary
jobs in far-off Ir-
kutsk Camels wan-
der acvoss the wastes of
the Karakum Desert, led
by ragged natives on

wind - swept tracks that
stray near the space cen-
ter where most of the
spectacular Soviet space
shots have been launched.

The scenes in the ba-
zaars of Central Acgia. in
the marketplaces of Tblisi,
the capital of Georgia, the
crowded streets of Mos-
cow, the fountained gar-
dens of the tsar's summer
palace outside what used
to be Petrograd (or Peters-
burg) and is now Lenin-
grad, the uniquely free-en-
terprise bird market in
Moscow—all bring us an
enormous treasure-study

of the faces of this land of
a quarter of a billion peo-
ple. The sounds that go
with it—except for the oc-
casional commentary -
were taped by Holcomh on
location,

One may rightly ask how
Hoicomb was able té do
what no other iforeigner
(or citizen, for that mat-
ter) has been permitted to
do. It was obviously a deci-
ston made quite high up in
the all-powerful KGB—
the secret police—that he
and his cameraman were
permitted to travel unes-
corted, without guide,
translator or "watcher," to
so many places that are
usually on the forbidden
list. . '

Holeomb suspects that
they let him do it, as a ges-
ture but did not intend to
let him get that 30,000 feet
of raw film he had exposed
out of the countrv. At the
Moscow airport, vhen he
was leaving, they tried to
destroy the film by giving
it the X.ray -treatment.
But somehow the X ray
was effective on only
about 204 of the film.

What remained un-
scathed, except in a few
burnt spots, is rich beyond.
compare.

He wonders; and so
might we all:

Was it simply a matter
of typical Soviet ineffi-
ciency? Or did some dis-
sident in the airport:cus-
toms bureau deliberately

let this remarkable trea-
sure’slip through?
